An investment in the Warrants involves certain risks which should be assessed prior
to any investment decision.

In particular, the Group is exposed to the risks inherent in its core businesses,
including:

e global economic risks:

The global economy and financial markets continue to display high levels of
uncertainty, which may materially and adversely affect the Group’s business,
financial situation and results of operations.

The Group’s results may be affected by regional market exposures.
The Group operates in highly competitive industries, including in its home market.

e  credit risks:
The Group is exposed to counterparty risk and concentration risk.
The Group’s hedging strategies may not prevent all risk of losses.
The Group’s results of operations and financial situation could be adversely affected
by a significant increase in new provisions or by inadequate provisioning for loan
losses.

e market risks:
The protracted decline of financial markets or reduced liquidity in such markets may
make it harder to sell assets or manoeuvre trade positions and could lead to

The volatility of the financial markets may cause the Group to suffer significant
losses on its trading and investment activities.

The financial soundness and conduct of other financial institutions and market
participants could adversely affect the Group.

From a regulatory perspective, H1 2018 was marked in particular by the European legislative
process around CRR2/CRD5, therefore the review of the capital adequacy directive and the
CRR regulation. This is expected to continue in H2 and include the subjects MREL (Minimum
Required Eligible Liabilities) and TLAC (Total Loss Absorbing Capacity). However, the
transposition into European law of the agreement finalising the Basel Il reforms is not yet on
the agenda as regards European legislative institutions: an impact study is to be launched by
the EBA and will serve to draft the future CRR3 regulation. Other current subjects concern
notably the review of the systemic capital buffer for systemically important banks, the ECB’s
expectations in terms of provisioning the stock of non-performing loans and the review of the
regime for investment firms in Europe.
