These two consortia were invited to take part megotiations phase, then to submit a best and final
offer within the month of May 2018. The Walloniaahisport Authority (OTW) set itself the target of
awarding and signing the contract before the erD&@B and the commissioning of the tram line far th
second semester of 2022.

The tramway will therefore serve 21 stations distied along an 11.7 km route, of which 90% will be

and the TEC bus station.
