In 2017, global growth increased to about 3.5%, reflecting an improvement in all
geographic regions. In the large developed countries, this increase in activity is
leading to a tightening of, or a tapering of accommodating monetary policy. However,
with inflation levels still very moderate, the central banks are able to manage this
transition very gradually, without compromising the economic outlook. The IMF
expects worldwide growth to strengthen further in 2018 and has revised its forecast
from +3.6% to +3.7%: the slight slowing down expected in the advanced economies
should be more than offset by the forecast improvement in the emerging economies
(driven by the recovery in Latin America and the Middle East, and despite the
structural lower pace of economic growth in China).

In this context, the following two risk categories can be identified:
Risks of financial instability due to the conduct of monetary policies

Two risks should be emphasised: a sharp increase in interest rates and the current
very accommodating monetary policy being maintained for too long.

On the one hand, the continued tightening of monetary policy in the United States
(which started in 2015) and the less-accommodating monetary policy in the euro zone
(a planned reduction in assets purchases starting in January 2018) involve risks of
financial turbulence. The risk of an inadequately controlled rise in long-term interest
rates may in particular be emphasised, under the scenario of an unexpected increase
in inflation or an unanticipated tightening of monetary policies. If this risk materialises,
it could have negative consequences on the asset markets, particularly those for
which risk premiums are extremely low compared to their historic average, following a
decade of accommodating monetary policies (credit to non-investment grade
corporates or countries, certain sectors of the equity markets, real estate, etc.)

On the other hand, despite the upturn since mid-2016, interest rates remain low, which
may continue to encourage excessive risk-taking among some players in the financial
systemmarket participants: increased lengthening maturities of financings and assets
held, less stringent credit policy for granting loans, and an increase in leveraged
financings. Some players of these participants (insurance companies, pension funds,
asset managers, etc.) entail have an increasingly systemic dimension and in the event
of market turbulence (linked for instance example to a sudden sharp rise in interest
rates and/or a sharp price correction) they may decide could be brought to unwind
large positions in an environment of relatively weak market liquidity.

Systemic risks related to increased debt

Macroeconomically, the impact of a rate increase could be significant for countries
with high public and/or private debt-to-GDP. This is particularly the case for the United
States and certain European countries (in particular Greece, Italy, and Portugal),
which are posting public debt-to-GDP ratios often above 100% but also for emerging
countries.

Between 2008 and 2017, the latter recorded a marked increase in their debt, including
foreign currency debt owed to foreign creditors. The private sector was the main
source of the increase in this debt, but also the public sector to a lesser extent,
particularly in Africa. These countries are particularly vulnerable to the prospect of a
tightening in monetary policies in the advanced economies. Capital outflows could
weigh on exchange rates, increase the costs of servicing that debt, import inflation,
and cause the emerging countries' central banks to tighten their credit conditions. This
would bring about a reduction in forecast economic growth, possible downgrades of
sovereign ratings, and an increase in risks for the banks. While the exposure of the
BNP Paribas Group to emerging countries is limited, the vulnerability of these
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Title

economies may generate disruptions in the global financial system that could affect
the Group and potentially alter its results.

It should be noted that debt-related risk could materialise, not only in the event of a
sharp rise in interest rates, but also with any negative growth shocks.

Laws and regulations applicable to financial institutions

Recent and future changes in the laws and regulations applicable to financial
institutions may have a significant impact on BNPP. Measures that were recently
adopted or which are (or whose application measures are) still in draft format, that
have or are likely to have an impact on BNPP notably include:

- the structural reforms comprising the French banking law of 26 July 2013
requiring that banks create subsidiaries for or segregate "speculative"
proprietary operations from their traditional retail banking activities, the
"Volcker rule" in the US which restricts proprietary transactions, sponsorship
and investment in private equity funds and hedge funds by US and foreign
banks, and upcoming potential changes in Europe;

— regulations governing capital: the Capital Requirements Directive IV ("CRD
4")/the Capital Requirements Regulation ("CRR"), the international standard
for total-loss absorbing capacity ("TLAC") and BNPP's designation as a
financial institution that is of systemic importance by the Financial Stability
Board;

— the European Single Supervisory Mechanism and the ordinance of 6
November 2014;

— the Directive of 16 April 2014 related to deposit guarantee systems and its
delegation and implementing Decrees, the Directive of 15 May 2014
establishing a Bank Recovery and Resolution framework, the Single
Resolution Mechanism establishing the Single Resolution Council and the
Single Resolution Fund;

- the Final Rule by the US Federal Reserve imposing tighter prudential rules
on the US transactions of large foreign banks, notably the obligation to create
a separate intermediary holding company in the US (capitalised and subject
to regulation) to house their US subsidiaries;

— the new rules for the regulation of over-the-counter derivative activities
pursuant to Title VII of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer
Protection Act, notably margin requirements for uncleared derivative products
and the derivatives of securities traded by swap dealers, major swap
participants, security-based swap dealers and major security-based swap
participants, and the rules of the US Securities and Exchange Commission
which require the registration of banks and major swap participants active on
derivatives markets and transparency and reporting on derivative
transactions;

— the new Markets in Financial Instruments Directive ("MiFID") and Markets in
Financial Instruments Regulation ("MiFIR"), and European regulations
governing the clearing of certain over-the-counter derivative products by
centralised counterparties and the disclosure of securities financing
transactions to centralised bodies.

— the General Data Protection Regulation ("GDPR") that became effective on
25 May 2018, moving the European data confidentiality environment forward
and improving personal data protection within the European Union.
Businesses run the risk of severe penalties if they do not comply with the
standards set by the GDPR. This Regulation applies to all banks providing
services to European citizens; and
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Title

— the finalisation of Basel 3 published by the Basel commitiee in December
2017, introducing a revision to the measurement of credit risk, operational
risk and credit valuation adjustment ("CVA") risk for the calculation of risk-
weighted assets. These measures are expected to come into effect in
January 2022 and will be subject to an output floor (based on standardised
approaches), which will be gradually applied as of 2022 and reach its final
level in 2027.

Moreover, in today's tougher regulatory context, the risk of non-compliance with
existing laws and regulations, in particular those relating to the protection of the
interests of customers, is a significant risk for the banking industry, potentially resulting
in significant losses and fines. In addition to its compliance system, which specifically
covers this type of risk, the BNP Paribas Group places the interest of its customers,
and more broadly that of its stakeholders, at the heart of its values. The new Code of
conduct adopted by the BNP Paribas Group in 2016 sets out detailed values and rules
of conduct in this area.

Cyber security and technology risk

BNPP's ability to do business is intrinsically tied to the fluidity of electronic transactions
as well as the protection and security of information and technology assets.

The technological change is accelerating with the digital transformation and the
resulting increase in the number of communications circuits, proliferation in data
sources, growing process automation, and greater use of electronic banking
transactions.

The progress and acceleration of technological change are giving cybercriminals new
options for altering, stealing, and disclosing data. The number of attacks is increasing,
with a greater reach and sophistication in all sectors, including financial services.

The outsourcing of a growing number of processes also exposes the Group to
structural cyber security and technology risks leading to the appearance of potential
attack vectors that cybercriminals can exploit.

Accordingly, the Group has set up a second line of defence within the Risk Function
with the creation of the Risk ORC ICT Team dedicated to managing cyber security
and technology risk. Thus, standards are regularly adapted to support the Bank's
digital evolution and innovation while managing existing and emerging threats (such
as cyber-crime, espionage, etc.).

Key risks regarding
the Issuer and the
Guarantor

Prospective purchasers of the Securities should be experienced with respect to
options and options transactions and should understand the risks of transactions
involving the Securities. An investment in the Securities presents certain risks that
should be taken into account before any investment decision is made. Certain risks
may affect the Issuer's ability to fulfil its obligations under the Securities or the
Guarantor's ability to perform its obligations under the Guarantee (in the case of
Securities issued by BNPP B.V.), some of which are beyond its control. In particular,
the Issuer (and the Guarantor, in the case of Securities issued by BNPP B.V.),
together with the BNPP Group, are exposed to the risks associated with its activities,
as described below:

Issuer

The main risks described above in relation to BNPP also represent the main risks for
BNPP B.V., either as an individual entity or a company in the BNPP Group.

Dependency Risk

BNPP B.V. is an operating company. The assets of BNPP B.V. consist of the
obligations of other BNPP Group entities. The ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its own
obligations will depend on the ability of other BNPP Group entities to fulfil their
obligations. In respect of securities it issues, the ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its
obligations under such securities depends on the receipt by it of payments under
certain hedging agreements that it enters with other BNPP Group entities.
Consequently, Holders of BNPP B.V. securities will, subject to the provisions of the
Guarantee issued by BNPP, be exposed to the ability of BNPP Group entities to
perform their obligations under such hedging agreements.

Credit Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant concentration of credit risks as all OTC contracts, optionand
swap agreements are acquired from its parent company and other BNPP Group
entitiesand such credit risks amount to EUR 50.8 billion as at 31 December 2017.

Liquidity Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant liquidity risk exposure. To mitigate this exposure, BNPP
B.V. entered into netting agreements with its parent company and other BNPP Group
entities. The remaining risk amounts to EUR 1.8 million as at 31 December 2017.

Guarantor

There are certain factors that may affect BNPP's ability to fulfil its obligations under the
Securities issued under this Base Prospectus and the Guarantor's obligations under
the Guarantee.

As defined in BNPP's 2017 Registration Document (in English) and Annual Financial
Report, eight main categories of risk are inherent in BNPP's activities:

(1) Credit Risk - Credit risk is the consequence resulting from the likelihood that
a borrower or counterparty will fail to meet its obligations in accordance with
agreed terms. The probability of default and the expected recovery on the
loan or receivable in the event of default are key components of the credit
quality assessment;

(2) Securitisation in the banking book - Securitisation means a transaction or
scheme, whereby the credit risk associated with an exposure or pool of
exposures is tranched, having the following characteristics:

- payments made in the transaction or scheme are dependent upon

the performance of the exposure or pool of exposures;

- the subordination of tranches determines the distribution of losses
during the life of the risk transfer.

Any commitment (including derivatives and liquidity lines) granted to a
securitisation operation must be treated as a securitisation exposure. Most
of these commitments are held in the prudential banking book;

Counterparty Credit Risk - Counterparty credit risk is the translation of the
credit risk embedded in financial transactions, investments and/or
settlement transactions between counterparties. Those transactions include
bilateral contracts such as over-the-counter ("OTC") derivatives contracts
as well as contracts settled through clearing houses. The amount of this risk
may vary over time in line with changing market parameters which then
impacts the replacement value of the relevant transactions

Counterparty risk lies in the event that a counterparty defaults on its
obligations to pay BNPP the full present value of the flows relating to a
transaction or a portfolio for which BNPP is a net receiver. Counterparty
credit risk is also linked to the replacement cost of a derivative or portfolio in
the event of counterparty default. Hence, it can be seen as a market risk in
case of default or a contingent risk.

Market Risk - Market risk is the risk of incurring a loss of value due to
adverse trends in market prices or parameters, whether directly observable
or not.

Observable market parameters include, but are not limited to, exchange
rates, prices of securities and commodities (whether listed or obtained by
reference to a similar asset), prices of derivatives, and other parameters
that can be directly inferred from them, such as interest rates, credit
spreads, volatilities and implied correlations or other similar parameters.

Non-observable factors are those based on working assumptions such as
parameters contained in models or based on statistical or economic
analyses, non-ascertainable in the market.

In fixed income trading books, credit instruments are valued on the basis of
bond yields and credit spreads, which represent market parameters in the
same way as interest rates or foreign exchange rates. The credit risk arising
on the issuer of the debt instrument is therefore a component of market risk
known as issuer risk.

Liquidity is an important component of market risk. In times of limited or no
liquidity, instruments or goods may not be tradable or may not be tradable
at their estimated value. This may arise, for example, due to low transaction
volumes, legal restrictions or a strong imbalance between demand and
supply for certain assets.

The market risk related to banking activities encompasses the interest rate
and foreign exchange risks stemming from banking intermediation activities;

Liquidity Risk - Liquidity risk is the risk that BNPP will not be able to honour
its commitments or unwind or settle a position due to the market
environment or idiosyncratic factors (i.e. specific to BNP Paribas), within a
given timeframe and at a reasonable cost.

Liquidity risk reflects the risk of the BNPP Group being unable to fulfil
current or future foreseen or unforeseen cash or collateral requirements,
across all time horizons, from the short to the long term
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This risk may stem from the reduction in funding sources, draw down of
funding commitments, a reduction in the liquidity of certain assets, or an
increase in cash or collateral margin calls. It may be related to the bank
itself (reputation risk) or to external factors (risks in some markets).

The BNPP Group's liquidity risk is managed under a global liquidity policy
approved by the Group's ALM Committee. This policy is based on
management principles designed to apply both in normal conditions and in
a liquidity crisis. The Group's liquidity position is assessed on the basis of
internal indicators and regulatory ratios.

Operational Risk - Operational risk is the risk of incurring a loss due to
inadequate or failed internal processes, or due to external events, whether
deliberate, accidental or natural occurrences. Management of operational
risk is based on an analysis of the "cause - event - effect" chain.

Internal processes giving rise to operational risk may involve employees
and/or IT systems. External events include, but are not limited to floods,
fire, earthquakes and terrorist attacks. Credit or market events such as
default or fluctuations in value do not fall within the scope of operational
risk.

Operational risk encompasses fraud, human resources risks, legal risks,
non-compliance risks, tax risks, information system risks, conduct risks
(risks related to the provision of inappropriate financial services), risk
related to failures in operating processes, including loan procedures or
model risks, as well as any potential financial implications resulting from the
management of reputation risks;

Compliance and Reputation Risk - Compliance risk is defined in French
regulations as the risk of legal, administrative or disciplinary sanctions, of
significant financial loss or reputational damage that a bank may suffer as a
result of failure to comply with national or European laws and regulations,
codes of conduct and standards of good practice applicable to banking and
financial activities, or instructions given by an executive body, particularly in
application of guidelines issued by a supervisory body.

By definition, this risk is a sub-category of operational risk. However, as
certain implications of compliance risk involve more than a purely financial
loss and may actually damage the institution's reputation, BNPP treats
compliance risk separately.

Reputation risk is the risk of damaging the trust placed in a corporation by
its customers, counterparties, suppliers, employees, shareholders,
supervisors and any other stakeholder whose trust is an essential condition
for the corporation to carry out its day-to-day operations.

Reputation risk is primarily contingent on all the other risks borne by BNPP,
specifically the potential materialisation of a credit or market risk, or an
operational risk, as well as a violation of the Group[s code of conduct;

Insurance Risks - BNP Paribas Cardif is exposed to the following risks:

- underwriting risk: underwriting risk is the risk of a financial loss
caused by a sudden, unexpected increase in insurance claims.
Depending on the type of insurance business (life, non-life), this
risk may be statistical, macroeconomic or behavioural, or may be
related to public health issues or disasters;

- market risk: market risk is the risk of a financial loss arising from
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Risks

adverse movements of financial markets. These adverse
movements are notably reflected in price fluctuations (foreign
exchange rates, bonds, equities and commodities, derivatives,
real estate, etc.) and derived from fluctuations in interest rates,
credit spreads, volatilities and correlations;

- credit risk: credit risk is the risk of loss or adverse change in the
financial situation resulting from fluctuations in the credit standing
of issuers of securities, counterparties and any debtors to which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group is exposed. Among the debtors,
risks related to financial instruments (including the banks in which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group holds deposits) and risks related to
receivables generated by the underwriting activities (premium
collection, reinsurance recovering, etc.) are divided into two
categories: assets credit risk and liabilities credit risk;

- liquidity risk: liquidity risk is the risk of being unable to fulfil current
or future foreseen or unforeseen cash requirements coming from
insurance commitments to policyholders, because of an inability to
sell assets in a timely manner; and

- operational risk: operational risk is the risk of loss resulting from
the inadequacy or failure of internal processes, IT failures or
external events, whether accidental or natural. These external
events mentioned in this definition include those of human or
natural origin.

This section summarises the principal risks that BNPP currently considers itself to
face. They are presented in the following categories: risks related to the
macroeconomic and market environment, regulatory risks and risks related to BNPP,
its strategy, management and operations.

Laws and regulations adopted in recent years, particularly in response to
the global financial crisis, as well as new legislative proposals, may
materially impact BNPP and the financial and economic environment in
which it operates.

BNPP is subject to extensive and evolving regulatory regimes in the
juridictions in which it operates.

BNPP may incur substantial fines and other administrative and criminal
penalties for non-compliance with applicable laws and regulations, and may
also incur losses in related (or unrelated) litigation with private parties.

There are risks related to the implementation of BNPPs strategic plans
and commitment to environmental responsibility.

BNPP may experience difficulties integrating acquired companies and may
be unable to realise the benefits expected from its acquisitions.

Intense competition by banking and non-banking operators could adversely
affect BNPP's revenues and profitability.

A substantial increase in new provisions or a shortfall in the level of
previously recorded provisions could adversely affect BNPP's results of
operations and financial condition.

BNPP's risk management policies, procedures and methods, may leave it
exposed to unidentified or unanticipated risks, which could lead to material
losses.

BNPP's hedging strategies may not prevent losses.

Las condiciones macroeconémicas y de mercado afectan a los resultados de BNPP.
La naturaleza de la actividad llevada a cabo por el BNPP es particularmente sensible
a las condiciones macroecondmicas y de mercado en Europa, que en ocasiones han
sido dificiles y volatiles los ultimos afios.

En 2017, el crecimiento mundial aumentd hasta aproximadamente el 3,5 %, reflejando
una mejora en todas las zonas geograficas. En los grandes paises desarrollados, este
aumento de actividad esta produciendo un endurecimiento o tapering de la politica
monetaria acomodaticia. Sin embargo, los niveles de inflacion siguen siendo muy
moderados y los bancos centrales pueden gestionar esta transicion de manera muy
gradual, sin comprometer la perspectiva econémica. El FMI espera que el crecimiento
mundial se siga fortaleciendo en 2018 y ha corregido su previsién del +3,6% al
+3,7%; la ligera desaceleracion esperada en las economias avanzadas deberia verse
mas que compensada por la mejora prevista en las economias emergentes
(impulsada por la recuperacion en América Latina y Oriente Medio, y a pesar del ritmo
estructural inferior del crecimiento econdmico en China).

En ese contexto, pueden observarse las dos categorias de riesgo siguientes:
Riesgos de inestabilidad financiera debido a la aplicacién de politicas monetarias

Cabe destacar dos riesgos: un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés y un
mantenimiento durante un periodo excesivo de la actual politica monetaria muy
acomodaticia.

Por una parte, el endurecimiento constante de la politica monetaria en EE.UU. (que
empez6 en 2015) y la politica monetaria menos acomodaticia en la zona del euro
(una reduccion programada en las compras de activos que empezd en enero de
2018) implican riesgos de turbulencias financieras. Cabe destacar en especial el
riesgo de un aumento controlado de forma inadecuada en los tipos de interés a largo
plazo, en el escenario de un aumento inesperado de la inflacion o de un
endurecimiento imprevisto de las politicas monetarias. Si el riesgo se materializa,
podria tener consecuencias negativas sobre los mercados de activos, en particular
sobre aquellos para los que las primas de riesgo son extremadamente bajas en
comparacion con su media histérica, tras una década de politicas monetarias
acomodaticias (crédito a empresas o paises con calificacion crediticia especulativa,
algunos sectores de los mercados de renta variable, el sector inmobiliario, etc.).

Por otra parte, a pesar del repunte desde mediados de 2016, los tipos de interés
siguen siendo bajos, lo cual puede fomentar una asuncién de riesgos excesiva entre
algunos participantes en el mercado financiero: una prolongacién de los vencimientos
de las financiaciones y los activos poseidos, una politica menos estricta para la
concesion de créditos y un aumento de las financiaciones apalancadas. Algunos de
estos participantes (compainias de seguros, fondos de pensiones, gestores de
activos, etc.) presentan una dimension cada vez mas sistémica y, en el caso de
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producirse turbulencias en el mercado (vinculadas, por ejemplo, a un aumento brusco
de los tipos de interés y/o a una correccidon de precios pronunciada), podrian verse
obligados a liquidar posiciones amplias en un entorno de liquidez de mercado
relativamente débil.

Riesgos sistémicos relacionados con un aumento de la deuda.

Desde el punto de vista macroeconémico, el impacto de un aumento de los tipos de
interés podria ser significativo para paises con un coeficiente elevado entre deuda
publica (o privada) y PIB. Esta es la situacién concretamente de EE.UU. y de algunos
paises europeos (en especial, Grecia, lItalia y Portugal), que suelen registrar
coeficientes de deuda publica/PIB superiores al 100 %, pero también de los paises
emergentes.

Entre 2008 y 2017, estos ultimos registraron un marcado aumento de su deuda,
incluida la deuda en moneda extranjera frente a acreedores extranjeros. El sector
privado fue la principal fuente del aumento de esta deuda, pero también lo fue en
menor medida el sector publico, especialmente en Africa. Estos paises son
particularmente vulnerables a la perspectiva de un endurecimiento de las politicas
monetarias en las economias avanzadas. Las fugas de capitales podrian afectar a los
tipos de cambio, aumentar los costes de liquidacion de esa deuda, importar inflacion y
hacer que los bancos centrales de los paises emergentes endurezcan sus
condiciones para la concesiéon de créditos. Esto conllevaria una reduccion en las
previsiones de crecimiento econdmico, posibles empeoramientos de las calificaciones
soberanas y un aumento de los riesgos para los bancos. A pesar de que la exposicion
del Grupo BNP Paribas a paises emergentes es limitada, la vulnerabilidad de estas
economias puede generar perturbaciones en el sistema financiero mundial que
podrian afectar al Grupo y alterar sus resultados.

Cabe sefialar que el riesgo relativo a la deuda podria materializarse no solo en el
supuesto de un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés, sino también con cualquier
impacto negativo sobre el crecimiento.

Legislacion y regulacion aplicables a las instituciones financieras

Los cambios recientes y futuros en la legislacion y la normativa aplicables a las
instituciones financieras pueden ejercer un impacto significativo sobre BNPP. Algunas
de las medidas que se adoptaron recientemente o que siguen (sus medidas de
aplicacion siguen) en fase de proyecto, que han influido o es probable que influyan en
BNPP, son:

— las reformas estructurales que comprenden la Ley bancaria francesa del 26
de julio de 2013, la cual exige que los bancos creen filiales o que separen las
operaciones por cuenta propia "especulativas" de sus actividades bancarias
minoristas tradicionales; la "norma Volcker" en EE.UU. que restringe las
transacciones por cuenta propia, el patrocinio y la inversion en fondos de
capital privado y fondos de cobertura por parte de bancos estadounidenses y
de otros paises, y los cambios potenciales que se esperan en Europa;

— la normativa que regula el capital: la Directiva de requisitos de capital IV
("CRD 4") / el Reglamento de requisitos de capital ("CRR"), la norma
internacional relativa a la capacidad total de absorciéon de pérdidas ("TLAC")
y la designacién de BNPP como institucion financiera de importancia
sistémica por el Consejo de Estabilidad Financiera (FSB);

- el Mecanismo Unico de Supervisién europeo y la normativa de 6 noviembre
de 2014;

— la Directiva de 16 de abril de 2014 relativa a los sistemas de garantia de
depésitos y sus decretos de delegacion y de ejecucion, la Directiva de 15 de
mayo de 2014 por la que se establece un marco para la reestructuracion y la
resolucion de entidades de crédito y empresas de servicios de inversion, el
Mecanismo Unico de Resolucién por el que se establecen el Consejo Unico
de Resolucion y el Fondo Unico de Resolucion;

— la Norma Definitiva (Final Rule) de la Reserva Federal de EE.UU. que
impone normas prudenciales mas rigidas para las transacciones en EE.UU.
de grandes bancos extranjeros, en concreto la obligacion de crear una
sociedad de cartera intermediaria separada en EE.UU. (capitalizada y sujeta
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a regulacion) para albergar sus filiales de EE.UU.;

— las nuevas normas para la regulacion de actividades extrabursatiles con
derivados de acuerdo con el Titulo VII de la Ley Dodd-Frank de Reforma de
Wall Street y de Proteccién del Consumidor (Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform
and Consumer Protection Act), concretamente requisitos de margen para los
productos derivados no liquidados y los derivados de valores negociados por
mediadores de operaciones swap, participantes en grandes operaciones
swap, mediadores de operaciones swap basadas en valores y participantes
en grandes operaciones swap basadas en valores, y las normas de la
Comisién de Bolsa y Valores de EE.UU. que exigen el registro de bancos y
participantes en grandes operaciones swap activos en los mercados de
derivados y transparencia y presentacion de informes sobre las
transacciones con derivados;

— la nueva Directiva sobre Mercados de Instrumentos Financieros ("MiFID") y
el Reglamento de Mercados de Instrumentos Financieros ("MIiFIR"), y la
normativa europea que regula la liquidaciéon de determinados productos
derivados extrabursatiles por contrapartes centralizadas y la divulgaciéon de
valores de financiacion de transacciones a organismos centralizados.

— el Reglamento General de Proteccion de Datos («<RGPD») que entré en vigor
el 25 de mayo de 2018, con lo que se producird un avance en el marco
europeo de confidencialidad de datos y una mejora en la proteccién de datos
personales dentro de la Unién Europea. Las empresas corren el riesgo de
incurrir en graves sanciones si no cumplen con las normas establecidas por
el RGPD. Este Reglamento es aplicable a todos los bancos que presten
servicios a ciudadanos europeos; y

— la finalizacién de Basilea 3 publicada por el comité de Basilea en diciembre
de 2017, por la cual se introdujo una revision de la medicion del riesgo de
crédito, del riesgo operativo y del ajuste de valoracién por riesgo de crédito
(credit valuation adjustment, «<CVA») para el calculo de activos ponderados
en funcion del riesgo. Se espera que estas medidas entren en vigor en enero
de 2022 y que estén sujetas a un limite minimo de rendimiento (sobre la
base de métodos normalizados), que se aplicara gradualmente a partir de
2022 y alcanzara su nivel definitivo en 2027.

Asimismo, en el contexto normativo actual mas estricto, el riesgo de incumplimiento
de la legislaciéon y normativa existentes, en especial aquellas relativas a la proteccion
de los intereses de los clientes, supone un riesgo significativo para el sector bancario,
que puede dar lugar a pérdidas y sanciones sustanciales. Ademas de su sistema de
cumplimiento, que cubre especificamente este tipo de riesgo, el Grupo sitda el interés
de sus clientes y, de manera mas general, el de sus accionistas en el centro de sus
valores. El nuevo Cadigo de conducta adoptado por el Grupo en 2016 establece de
forma detallada valores y normas de conducta en este ambito.

Ciberseguridad y riesgo tecnolégico

La capacidad de BNPP para realizar actividades comerciales esta intrinsecamente
asociada a la fluidez de las transacciones electronicas, asi como a la proteccion y la
seguridad de los activos informativos y tecnoldgicos.

La evolucion tecnolégica se esta acelerando con la transformacion digital y el
consiguiente aumento del niumero de circuitos de comunicaciones, la proliferacion de
fuentes de informacién, la creciente automatizacion de procesos y el mayor uso de
transacciones bancarias electronicas.

El progreso y la aceleracion de la evolucion tecnolégica estan ofreciendo a los
ciberdelincuentes nuevas opciones para alterar, robar y divulgar la informacion. El
numero de ataques va en aumento, presentando un alcance y sofisticacion mayores
en todos los sectores, incluidos los servicios financieros.

La externalizacion de un niumero cada vez mayor de procesos también expone al
Grupo BNP Paribas a riesgos relativos a la ciberseguridad y la tecnologia, los cuales
suponen la aparicion de posibles vectores de ataques que pueden ser explotados por
los ciberdelincuentes.

Por consiguiente, el Grupo BNP Paribas ha establecido una segunda linea de
defensa dentro de la funcién de riesgo con la creacion del departamento Risk ORC
ICT, dedicado a la gestion de los riesgos relativos a la ciberseguridad y la tecnologia.
Por tanto, las normas se adaptan periédicamente con el fin de apoyar la evolucion
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digital y la innovacion de BNPP, a la vez que se gestionan las amenazas ya
existentes y emergentes (ciberdelitos, espionaje, etc.).

Riesgos clave
relacionados con el
Emisor y el Garante

Los compradores potenciales de Valores emitidos en virtud del presente Folleto de
Base deben tener experiencia en relacion con las opciones y las transacciones con
opciones, y deben comprender los riesgos de las transacciones con Valores. Toda
inversion en Valores presenta determinados riesgos que deben tenerse en cuenta
antes de tomar cualquier decision de inversion. Ciertos riesgos pueden afectar a la
capacidad del Emisor para cumplir sus obligaciones derivadas de los Valores o a la
capacidad del Garante de cumplir sus obligaciones derivadas de la Garantia (en el
caso de los Valores emitidos por BNPP B.V.), algunos de las cuales escapan a su
control. En concreto, el Emisor (y el Garante, en el caso de los Valores emitidos por
BNPP B.V.), junto con el Grupo BNPP, esta expuesto a los riesgos asociados a sus
actividades, segun se describen a continuacion:

Emisor

Los principales riesgos descritos anteriormente en relacion con BNPP también
representan los riesgos principales para BNPP B.V., ya sea como entidad individual o
como sociedad del Grupo BNPP.

Riesgo de Dependencia

BNPP B.V. es una entidad operativa. Los activos de BNPP B.V. se componen de
obligaciones de otras entidades del Grupo BNPP. La capacidad de BNPP B.V. de
cumplir sus propias obligaciones dependera de la capacidad de otras entidades del
Grupo BNPP de cumplir las suyas. Con respecto a los valores que emite BNPP B.V.,
su capacidad para cumplir sus obligaciones en relacion con dichos valores depende
de la recepcion por su parte de pagos que le son debidos a través de ciertos
contratos de cobertura que celebra con otras entidades del Grupo BNPP. En
consecuencia, los titulares de los titulos emitidos por BNPP B.V. se beneficiaran de la
estipulaciones de la Garantia emitida por BNPP, y estaran expuestos a la capacidad
de las entidades del Grupo BNPP a cumplir sus obligaciones dentro del marco de los
contratos de cobertura.

Riesgo de Crédito

BNPP B.V. cuenta con una concentraciéon considerable de riesgos de crédito, puesto
que adquiere todos los contratos extrabursatiles de su matriz o de otras entidades del
Grupo BNPP, y dichos riesgos de crédito ascienden a 50.800 millones EUR a 31 de
diciembre de 2017.

Riesgo de Liquidez

BNPP B.V. tiene una exposiciéon considerable al riesgo de liquidez. Para atenuar esta
exposicion, BNPP B.V. celebré contratos de compensacion con su matriz y otras
entidades del Grupo BNPP. El riesgo restante asciende a 1,8 millones EUR a 31 de
diciembre de 2017.

Garante

Existen ciertos factores que pueden afectar a la capacidad de BNPP para cumplir con
sus obligaciones derivadas de los Valores emitidos al amparo del presente Folleto de
Base y las obligaciones del Garante derivadas de la Garantia.

Tal como se define en el Documento de Registro de 2017 (en inglés) y en el Informe
Financiero Anual de BNPP, ocho categorias principales de riesgo son inherentes a las
actividades de BNPP:

(1) Riesgo de crédito: - El riesgo de crédito es la consecuencia derivada de la
probabilidad de que un prestatario o una contraparte no cumpla sus
obligaciones de acuerdo con las condiciones acordadas. La probabilidad de
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impago y la recuperacion prevista en relacion con el préstamo o el importe
por cobrar en caso de impago son componentes clave de la evaluacion de
la calidad crediticia;

Titulizacion en la Cartera Bancaria: - La titulizacidon es una operacién o
mecanismo mediante los cuales el riesgo de crédito asociado a una
exposicion o conjunto de exposiciones se divide en tramos y que presenta
las siguientes caracteristicas:

- los pagos realizados en relacion con la transaccion o el plan
dependen de la rentabilidad de la exposicion o el conjunto de
exposiciones;

- la subordinacién de tramos determina la distribucién de las
pérdidas mientras exista la transferencia de riesgo.

Todo compromiso (incluidos derivados y lineas de liquidez) otorgado a una
operacion de titulizacién debe considerarse como una exposicion a
titulizacion. La mayoria de estos compromisos se recogen en la cartera
bancaria de prudencia;

Riesgo de impago de la contraparte: - El riesgo de impago de la
contraparte es la traduccion del riesgo de crédito inherente a las
transacciones financieras, las inversiones y/o las operaciones de
liquidacion entre las contrapartes. Estas transacciones comprenden
contratos bilaterales tales como contratos de derivados extrabursatiles
("OTC".por sus siglas en inglés) y contratos liquidados mediante camaras
de compensacion. La magnitud de este riesgo puede variar con el paso del
tiempo en consonancia con el cambio en los parametros de mercado que
afecten al valor de sustitucién de las correspondientes transacciones;

El riesgo de la contraparte reside en el supuesto de que una contraparte
incumpla sus obligaciones de pagar a BNPP el valor presente total de los
flujos relativos a una transaccion o a una cartera para la que a BNPP no
sea un receptor neto. El riesgo de crédito (o riesgo de impago) de la
contraparte también esta asociado al coste de sustitucion de un derivado o
una cartera en el supuesto de un impago de la contraparte. Por tanto,
puede considerarse como un riesgo de mercado en caso de un impago o
un riesgo contingente.

Riesgo de Mercado: - el riesgo de mercado es el riesgo de sufrir una
pérdida de valor derivada de tendencias adversas en los precios o los
parametros del mercado, ya sea observable directamente o no.

Los parametros de mercado observables incluyen, entre otros, tipos de
cambio, precios de valores y materias primas (ya sean cotizados u
obtenidos por referencia a un activo similar), precios de derivados y otros
parametros que se pueden inferir directamente de ellos, como tipos de
interés, diferenciales de crédito, volatilidades y correlaciones implicitas u
otros parametros similares.

Los factores no observables son los que se basan en hipétesis, como
parametros recogidos en modelos o basados en andlisis estadisticos o
economicos, no verificables en el mercado.

En las carteras de negociacidon de renta fija, los instrumentos de crédito se
valoran sobre la base de los rendimientos de los bonos y los diferenciales
de crédito, que representan parametros de mercado del mismo modo que
los tipos de interés o los tipos de cambio. Por consiguiente, el riesgo de
crédito derivado del emisor del instrumento de deuda es un componente
del riesgo de mercado denominado riesgo de emisor.

La liquidez es un componente importante del riesgo de mercado. En
épocas de liquidez limitada o falta de liquidez, es posible que no puedan
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contratarse instrumentos o bienes o que estos no se puedan contratar a su
valor estimado. Esto puede suceder, por ejemplo, debido a bajos
volumenes de transaccion, restricciones legales o un acusado desequilibrio
entre la oferta y la demanda de determinados activos.

El riesgo de mercado relacionado con las actividades bancarias comprende
los riesgos de tipo de cambio derivados de las actividades de
intermediacion bancaria.

Riesgo de liquidez: - El riesgo de liquidez es el riesgo de que el BNPP no
sea capaz de cumplir con sus compromisos o de revertir o liquidar una
posicion debido a la situacion del mercado o a factores idiosincrasicos (es
decir, especificos de BNP Paribas), dentro de un plazo determinado y a un
coste razonable.

El riesgo de liquidez refleja el riesgo de que el Grupo BNPP sea incapaz de
satisfacer los requisitos actuales o futuros, tanto previstos como
imprevistos, de efectivo o de garantias, en todos los plazos temporales
desde corto hasta largo plazo.

Este riesgo puede derivarse de una reduccidon de las fuentes de
financiacion, una retirada de los compromisos de financiaciéon, una
reduccion de la liquidez de determinados activos, o un aumento del ajuste
de margen de efectivo o garantias. Puede estar relacionado con el propio
banco (riesgo de reputacion) o con factores externos (riesgos en algunos
mercados).

El riesgo de liquidez del Grupo BNPP se gestiona con arreglo a una politica
de liquidez mundial aprobada por el Comité de gestion de activos y pasivos
(ALM) del Grupo BNPP. Dicha politica se basa en principios de gestion
disefiados para una aplicacion tanto en condiciones normales como en
momentos de crisis de liquidez. La posicion de liquidez del Grupo BNPP se
calcula sobre la base de indicadores internos y de ratios reglamentarios.

Riesgo operativo: - El riesgo operativo es el riesgo de incurrir en una
pérdida debido aa consecuencia de procesos internos inadecuados o
erréneosfracasados, o debido a acontecimientos externos, ya sean
deliberados, accidentalesindependientemente de si estos se dan de forma
deliberada, accidental o naturalesnatural. La gestion del riesgo operativo se
basa en un andlisis de la cadena "causa - acontecimiento - efecto".

Los procesos internos que generan riesgo operativo pueden estar
relacionados con empleados y/o sistemas informaticos. Los
acontecimientos externos incluyen, entre otras cosas, inundaciones,
incendios, terremotos y atentados terroristas. Los supuestos de crédito o
de mercado, como los impagos o las fluctuaciones de valor, no se incluyen
en la categoria de riesgo operativo.

El riesgo operativo engloba fraude, riesgos de recursos humanos, riesgos
legales, riesgos de incumplimiento normativo, riesgos fiscales, riesgos de
sistemas de informacion, riesgos de conducta (riesgos asociados a la
prestacion de servicios financieros inapropiados), riesgos relacionados con
fallos en procesos operativos (incluidos procedimientos de préstamo) o
riesgos de modelo, asi como cualesquiera otras implicaciones financieras
derivadas de la gestion del riesgo de reputacion;

Riesgo de Cumplimiento Normativo cumplimiento y Reputacional: segun de
reputacion: - El riesgo de cumplimiento tal como se define en la normativa
francesa, el riesgo de cumplimiento normativo es el riesgo de sanciones
legalesjuridicas, administrativas o disciplinarias, o de pérdida financiera o
dafode  pérdidas financieras o dafios a |la reputacion

considerablessignificativos que un banco puede sufrir comoa consecuencia
de incumplir leyes o reglamentos,un incumplimiento de la legislacién y
normativa nacional o europea, asi como de los codigos de conducta oy
normas en materia de nuevasbuenas practicas, nacionales o europeos,
aplicables a las actividades bancarias y financieras, o las instrucciones
dictadasfacilitadas por un 6rgano ejecutivo, en especialespecialmente en
aplicacion de las directrices dictadasemitidas por un érgano de supervision

Por definicion, este riesgo es una subcategoria del riesgo operativo. Sin
embargo, puesto que determinadas implicaciones del riesgo de
cumplimiento normativo conllevan mas que una pérdida financiera y, de
hecho, pueden dafiar la reputacion de la institucion, BNPP trata el riesgo
de cumplimiento normativo por separado.

El riesgo reputacional es el riesgo de que resulte dafiada la confianza
depositada en una sociedad por sus clientes, contrapartes, proveedores,
empleados, accionistas, supervisores y otras partes interesadas cuya
confianza es un factor esencial para que la sociedad lleve a cabo sus
operaciones diarias.

El riesgo de reputacion esté principalmente supeditado a todos los demas
riesgos asumidos por BNPP, concretamente la materializaciéon potencial de
un riesgo de crédito o de mercado, o un riesgo operativo, asi como una
violacion del cédigo de conducta del Grupo.

Riesgos de seguro: BNP Paribas Cardif esta expuesta a los siguientes
riesgos:

- riesgo de suscripcion: el riesgo de suscripcion es el riesgo de que
se produzca una pérdida financiera provocada por un aumento
repentino e inesperado de las reclamaciones de indemnizacion de
seguro. En funcién del tipo de actividad del seguro (vida, riesgo
no vida), el riesgo puede ser estadistico, macroeconémico o
conductual, o puede estar relacionado con problemas de salud
publica o desastres naturales;

- riesgo de mercado: el riesgo de mercado es el riesgo pérdida
financiera derivada de movimientos adversos de los mercados
financieros. Dichos movimientos adversos se reflejan en particular
en las fluctuaciones de precios (tipos de cambio, bonos, precios
de las acciones y de las materias primas, derivados, bienes
inmobiliarios ...) y se derivan de las fluctuaciones de los tipos de
interés, los diferenciales de crédito, las volatilidades y la
correlaciones;

- riesgo de crédito: el riesgo de crédito es el riesgo de pérdida o
cambio adverso en la situacion financiera como resultado de las
fluctuaciones en la situacion crediticia de los emisores de valores,
las contrapartes y cualesquiera deudores a las que esté expuesto
el grupo BNP Paribas Cardif. Entre los deudores, los riesgos
relativos a instrumentos financieros (incluidos los bancos en los
que el grupo BNP Paribas Cardif posea depdsitos) y los riesgos
relativos a los importes por cobrar generados por las actividades
de suscripcion (recaudacion de primas, recuperacion de
reaseguros, etc) se dividen en dos categorias: riesgo de crédito
de activos y riesgo de crédito de pasivos;

- riesgo de liquidez: el riesgo de liquidez es el riesgo de ser incapaz
de cumplir requisitos de liquidez actuales o futuros, previstos o
imprevistos, derivados de compromisos de seguros para con los
titulares de las polizas, debido a la incapacidad de vender activos
de manera puntual; y

- riesgo operativo: el riesgo operativo es el riesgo de que se
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produzca una pérdida a consecuencia de la falta de adecuacién o
del fallo de procesos internos, fallos informaticos o
acontecimientos externos, ya sea accidentales o naturales. Etos
acontecimientos externos comprenden aquellos debidos a causas
tanto humanas como naturales.

Riesgos

Esta seccion resume los principales riesgos a los que la propia BNPP considera que
se esta enfrentando. Se presentan en las siguientes categorias: riesgos relativos al
entorno macroecondmico y de mercado, riesgos normativos y riesgos relativos a
BNPP, su estrategia, gestion y operaciones.

(a) Las dificiles condiciones del mercado y econémicas han tenido y podrian
tener en el futuro un efecto adverso importante en el entorno operativo de
las instituciones financieras y por ende en las condiciones financieras, los
resultados de las operaciones y el coste del riesgo de BNPP.

(b) El referendo del Reino Unido sobre su salida de la Unién Europea puede
conllevar un grado significativo de incertidumbre, volatilidad vy
perturbaciones en los mercados econdémicos y financieros tanto europeos
como del resto del mundo y, por tanto, afectar negativamente al entorno
operativo de BNPP.

(c) Dado el ambito geografico de sus actividades, BNPP puede ser vulnerable
a los entornos o circunstancias de caracter politico, macroeconémico y
financiero especificos del pais o la region.

(d) El acceso por parte de BNPP a la financiacion y el coste de ésta podrian
verse adversamente afectado por un agravamiento de las crisis financieras,
un empeoramiento de las condiciones econdmicas, descensos en las
calificaciones, aumentos de los diferenciales de crédito u otros factores.

(e) El empeoramiento de las calificaciones crediticias de Francia o de BNPP
pueden incrementar el coste de los préstamos para BNPP.

(f) Los cambios significativos en los tipos de interés podrian afectar
adversamente a los ingresos o la rentabilidad de BNPP.

(9) El contexto prolongado marcado por unos tipos de interés bajos entrafia
riesgos sistémicos inherentes, mientras que una salida de dicho contexto
también conlleva sus riesgos.

(h) La solidez y el comportamiento de otras entidades financieras y
participantes del mercado podrian afectar adversamente a BNPP.

(i) BNPP puede incurrir en pérdidas significativas en sus actividades de
inversién y compraventa de activos financieros debido a la volatilidad y las
fluctuaciones del mercado.

0] BNPP puede generar menores ingresos a partir de los negocios de
intermediacion y otros negocios basados en comisiones y honorarios
durante recesiones del mercado.

(k) Las caidas prolongadas del mercado pueden reducir la liquidez de los
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mercados, dificultando la venta de activos y conduciendo, posiblemente, a
pérdidas sustanciales.

La legislacion y normativa adoptadas en los ultimos afios, especialmente
en respuesta a la crisis financiera mundial, asi como las nuevas propuestas
legislativas, pueden tener un impacto sustancial en BNPP y en el entorno
financiero y econémico en el que opera.

BNPP esta sujeta a regimenes normativos exhaustivos y en constante
evolucion en las jurisdicciones en los que opera.

BNPP puede incurrir en multas significativas y en otras sanciones
administrativas y penales por incumplimiento de la legislacién y normativa
aplicables, pudiendo experimentar asimismo pérdidas en litigios
relacionados (0 no) con privados.

Existen riesgos vinculados a la aplicacion de los planes estratégicos y al
compromiso de BNPP con la responsabilidad ambiental.

BNPP puede experimentar dificultades al integrar las sociedades
adquiridas y puede que no sea capaz de obtener los beneficios esperados
de sus adquisiciones.

La competencia intensa entre operarios bancarios y no bancarios podria
afectar adversamente a los ingresos y rentabilidad.

Un aumento sustancial de nuevas provisiones o la escasez del nivel de las
provisiones contabilizadas previamente podria afectar adversamente a los
resultados de las operaciones y a la situacién financiera de BNPP.

Las politicas, procedimientos y mecanismos de gestién de riesgos de
BNPP, podrian exponerla a riesgos no identificados y no previstos que
podrian derivar en pérdidas materiales.

Es posible que las estrategias de cobertura de BNPP no eviten las
pérdidas.

Los ajustes al valor contable de las carteras de valores y derivados de
BNPP y la deuda propia de BNPP podrian influir en sus ingresos netos y
sus fondos propios.

Los cambios esperados en los principios contables relativos a los
instrumentos financieros pueden influir en el balance de BNPP, en la
cuenta de pérdidas y ganancias y en los ratios de capital regulatorio y
producir costes adicionales.

La posicién competitiva de BNPP podria verse perjudicada si se dafase su
reputacion.

Una interrupcioén o incumplimiento de los sistemas de informacion de BNPP
puede derivar en pérdidas materiales de informacion de clientes, dafiar a la
reputacion de BNPP y provocar pérdidas financieras.
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(y) Supuestos externos no previstos pueden alterar las operaciones de BNPP
y causar pérdidas sustanciales y costes adicionales.

Ademas de los riesgos (incluido el riesgo de impago) que pueden afectar a la
capacidad del Emisor para cumplir sus obligaciones al amparo de los Valores o a la
capacidad del Garante para cumplir sus obligaciones al amparo de la Garantia, hay
algunos factores que son importantes para evaluar los riesgos asociados a los
Valores emitidos al amparo del presente Folleto de Base, entre otros:

Riesgos de Mercado
-los Valores sean obligaciones no garantizadas;

-los Valores que incluyan apalancamiento suponen un mayor nivel de riesgo y cuando
haya pérdidas en relacion con dichos Valores, dichas pérdidas podran ser mayores
que las de un valor similar que no esté apalancado;

-el precio de negociacion de los Valores queda afectado por una serie de factores,
incluyendo, entre otros, (respecto de los valores relacionados con un Subyacente de
Referencia), el precio del(de los) Subyacente(s) de Referencia correspondiente(s), el
plazo que resta para su expiracion y la volatilidad y dichos factores significan que el
precio de negociacién de los Valores puede ser inferior al Importe de la Liquidacion
en Efectivo o al valor del Derecho;

-el Emisor conseguira la exposiciéon al Subyacente de Referencia, en muchos casos,
suscribiendo contratos de cobertura y, con respecto a los Valores vinculados a un

Riesgos de Titulares

Trend information

Macroeconomic environment

Macroeconomic and market conditions affect BNPP's results. The nature of BNPP's
business makes it particularly sensitive to macroeconomic and market conditions in
Europe, which have been at times challenging and volatile in recent years.

In 2017, global growth increased to about 3.5%, reflecting an improvement in all
geographic regions. In the large developed countries, this increase in activity is
leading to a tightening of, or a tapering of accommodating monetary policy. However,
with inflation levels still very moderate, the central banks are able to manage this
transition very gradually, without compromising the economic outlook. The IMF
expects worldwide growth to strengthen further in 2018 and has revised its forecast
from +3.6% to +3.7%: the slight slowing down expected in the advanced economies
should be more than offset by the forecast improvement in the emerging economies
(driven by the recovery in Latin America and the Middle East, and despite the
structural lower pace of economic growth in China).

In this context, the following two risk categories can be identified:
Risks of financial instability due to the conduct of monetary policies

Two risks should be emphasised: a sharp increase in interest rates and the current
very accommodating monetary policy being maintained for too long.

On the one hand, the continued tightening of monetary policy in the United States
(which started in 2015) and the less-accommodating monetary policy in the euro zone
(a planned reduction in assets purchases starting in January 2018) involve risks of
financial turbulence. The risk of an inadequately controlled rise in long-term interest
rates may in particular be emphasised, under the scenario of an unexpected increase
in inflation or an unanticipated tightening of monetary policies. If this risk materialises,
it could have negative consequences on the asset markets, particularly those for
which risk premiums are extremely low compared to their historic average, following a
decade of accommodating monetary policies (credit to non-investment grade
corporates or countries, certain sectors of the equity markets, real estate, etc.)

On the other hand, despite the upturn since mid-2016, interest rates remain low, which
may continue to encourage excessive risk-taking among some players in the financial
systemmarket participants: increased lengthening maturities of financings and assets
held, less stringent credit policy for granting loans, and an increase in leveraged
financings. Some players of these participants (insurance companies, pension funds,
asset managers, etc.) entail have an increasingly systemic dimension and in the event
of market turbulence (linked for instance example to a sudden sharp rise in interest
rates and/or a sharp price correction) they may decide could be brought to unwind
large positions in an environment of relatively weak market liquidity.

Systemic risks related to increased debt

Macroeconomically, the impact of a rate increase could be significant for countries
with high public and/or private debt-to-GDP. This is particularly the case for the United
States and certain European countries (in particular Greece, Italy, and Portugal),
which are posting public debt-to-GDP ratios often above 100% but also for emerging
countries.

Between 2008 and 2017, the latter recorded a marked increase in their debt, including
foreign currency debt owed to foreign creditors. The private sector was the main
source of the increase in this debt, but also the public sector to a lesser extent,
particularly in Africa. These countries are particularly vulnerable to the prospect of a
tightening in monetary policies in the advanced economies. Capital outflows could
weigh on exchange rates, increase the costs of servicing that debt, import inflation,
and cause the emerging countries' central banks to tighten their credit conditions. This
would bring about a reduction in forecast economic growth, possible downgrades of
sovereign ratings, and an increase in risks for the banks. While the exposure of the
BNP Paribas Group to emerging countries is limited, the vulnerability of these
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Title

economies may generate disruptions in the global financial system that could affect
the Group and potentially alter its results.

It should be noted that debt-related risk could materialise, not only in the event of a
sharp rise in interest rates, but also with any negative growth shocks.

Laws and regulations applicable to financial institutions

Recent and future changes in the laws and regulations applicable to financial
institutions may have a significant impact on BNPP. Measures that were recently
adopted or which are (or whose application measures are) still in draft format, that
have or are likely to have an impact on BNPP notably include:

- the structural reforms comprising the French banking law of 26 July 2013
requiring that banks create subsidiaries for or segregate "speculative"
proprietary operations from their traditional retail banking activities, the
"Volcker rule" in the US which restricts proprietary transactions, sponsorship
and investment in private equity funds and hedge funds by US and foreign
banks, and upcoming potential changes in Europe;

— regulations governing capital: the Capital Requirements Directive IV ("CRD
4")/the Capital Requirements Regulation ("CRR"), the international standard
for total-loss absorbing capacity ("TLAC") and BNPP's designation as a
financial institution that is of systemic importance by the Financial Stability
Board;

— the European Single Supervisory Mechanism and the ordinance of 6
November 2014;

— the Directive of 16 April 2014 related to deposit guarantee systems and its
delegation and implementing Decrees, the Directive of 15 May 2014
establishing a Bank Recovery and Resolution framework, the Single
Resolution Mechanism establishing the Single Resolution Council and the
Single Resolution Fund;

- the Final Rule by the US Federal Reserve imposing tighter prudential rules
on the US transactions of large foreign banks, notably the obligation to create
a separate intermediary holding company in the US (capitalised and subject
to regulation) to house their US subsidiaries;

— the new rules for the regulation of over-the-counter derivative activities
pursuant to Title VII of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer
Protection Act, notably margin requirements for uncleared derivative products
and the derivatives of securities traded by swap dealers, major swap
participants, security-based swap dealers and major security-based swap
participants, and the rules of the US Securities and Exchange Commission
which require the registration of banks and major swap participants active on
derivatives markets and transparency and reporting on derivative
transactions;

— the new Markets in Financial Instruments Directive ("MiFID") and Markets in
Financial Instruments Regulation ("MiFIR"), and European regulations
governing the clearing of certain over-the-counter derivative products by
centralised counterparties and the disclosure of securities financing
transactions to centralised bodies.

— the General Data Protection Regulation ("GDPR") that became effective on
25 May 2018, moving the European data confidentiality environment forward
and improving personal data protection within the European Union.
Businesses run the risk of severe penalties if they do not comply with the
standards set by the GDPR. This Regulation applies to all banks providing
services to European citizens; and
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— the finalisation of Basel 3 published by the Basel commitiee in December
2017, introducing a revision to the measurement of credit risk, operational
risk and credit valuation adjustment ("CVA") risk for the calculation of risk-
weighted assets. These measures are expected to come into effect in
January 2022 and will be subject to an output floor (based on standardised
approaches), which will be gradually applied as of 2022 and reach its final
level in 2027.

Moreover, in today's tougher regulatory context, the risk of non-compliance with
existing laws and regulations, in particular those relating to the protection of the
interests of customers, is a significant risk for the banking industry, potentially resulting
in significant losses and fines. In addition to its compliance system, which specifically
covers this type of risk, the BNP Paribas Group places the interest of its customers,
and more broadly that of its stakeholders, at the heart of its values. The new Code of
conduct adopted by the BNP Paribas Group in 2016 sets out detailed values and rules
of conduct in this area.

Cyber security and technology risk

BNPP's ability to do business is intrinsically tied to the fluidity of electronic transactions
as well as the protection and security of information and technology assets.

The technological change is accelerating with the digital transformation and the
resulting increase in the number of communications circuits, proliferation in data
sources, growing process automation, and greater use of electronic banking
transactions.

The progress and acceleration of technological change are giving cybercriminals new
options for altering, stealing, and disclosing data. The number of attacks is increasing,
with a greater reach and sophistication in all sectors, including financial services.

The outsourcing of a growing number of processes also exposes the Group to
structural cyber security and technology risks leading to the appearance of potential
attack vectors that cybercriminals can exploit.

Accordingly, the Group has set up a second line of defence within the Risk Function
with the creation of the Risk ORC ICT Team dedicated to managing cyber security
and technology risk. Thus, standards are regularly adapted to support the Bank's
digital evolution and innovation while managing existing and emerging threats (such
as cyber-crime, espionage, etc.).

Key risks regarding
the Issuer and the
Guarantor

Prospective purchasers of the Securities should be experienced with respect to
options and options transactions and should understand the risks of transactions
involving the Securities. An investment in the Securities presents certain risks that
should be taken into account before any investment decision is made. Certain risks
may affect the Issuer's ability to fulfil its obligations under the Securities or the
Guarantor's ability to perform its obligations under the Guarantee (in the case of
Securities issued by BNPP B.V.), some of which are beyond its control. In particular,
the Issuer (and the Guarantor, in the case of Securities issued by BNPP B.V.),
together with the BNPP Group, are exposed to the risks associated with its activities,
as described below:

Issuer

The main risks described above in relation to BNPP also represent the main risks for
BNPP B.V., either as an individual entity or a company in the BNPP Group.

Dependency Risk

BNPP B.V. is an operating company. The assets of BNPP B.V. consist of the
obligations of other BNPP Group entities. The ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its own
obligations will depend on the ability of other BNPP Group entities to fulfil their
obligations. In respect of securities it issues, the ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its
obligations under such securities depends on the receipt by it of payments under
certain hedging agreements that it enters with other BNPP Group entities.
Consequently, Holders of BNPP B.V. securities will, subject to the provisions of the
Guarantee issued by BNPP, be exposed to the ability of BNPP Group entities to
perform their obligations under such hedging agreements.

Credit Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant concentration of credit risks as all OTC contracts, optionand
swap agreements are acquired from its parent company and other BNPP Group
entitiesand such credit risks amount to EUR 50.8 billion as at 31 December 2017.

Liquidity Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant liquidity risk exposure. To mitigate this exposure, BNPP
B.V. entered into netting agreements with its parent company and other BNPP Group
entities. The remaining risk amounts to EUR 1.8 million as at 31 December 2017.

Guarantor

There are certain factors that may affect BNPP's ability to fulfil its obligations under the
Securities issued under this Base Prospectus and the Guarantor's obligations under
the Guarantee.

As defined in BNPP's 2017 Registration Document (in English) and Annual Financial
Report, eight main categories of risk are inherent in BNPP's activities:

(1) Credit Risk - Credit risk is the consequence resulting from the likelihood that
a borrower or counterparty will fail to meet its obligations in accordance with
agreed terms. The probability of default and the expected recovery on the
loan or receivable in the event of default are key components of the credit
quality assessment;

(2) Securitisation in the banking book - Securitisation means a transaction or
scheme, whereby the credit risk associated with an exposure or pool of
exposures is tranched, having the following characteristics:

- payments made in the transaction or scheme are dependent upon

the performance of the exposure or pool of exposures;

- the subordination of tranches determines the distribution of losses
during the life of the risk transfer.

Any commitment (including derivatives and liquidity lines) granted to a
securitisation operation must be treated as a securitisation exposure. Most
of these commitments are held in the prudential banking book;

Counterparty Credit Risk - Counterparty credit risk is the translation of the
credit risk embedded in financial transactions, investments and/or
settlement transactions between counterparties. Those transactions include
bilateral contracts such as over-the-counter ("OTC") derivatives contracts
as well as contracts settled through clearing houses. The amount of this risk
may vary over time in line with changing market parameters which then
impacts the replacement value of the relevant transactions

Counterparty risk lies in the event that a counterparty defaults on its
obligations to pay BNPP the full present value of the flows relating to a
transaction or a portfolio for which BNPP is a net receiver. Counterparty
credit risk is also linked to the replacement cost of a derivative or portfolio in
the event of counterparty default. Hence, it can be seen as a market risk in
case of default or a contingent risk.

Market Risk - Market risk is the risk of incurring a loss of value due to
adverse trends in market prices or parameters, whether directly observable
or not.

Observable market parameters include, but are not limited to, exchange
rates, prices of securities and commodities (whether listed or obtained by
reference to a similar asset), prices of derivatives, and other parameters
that can be directly inferred from them, such as interest rates, credit
spreads, volatilities and implied correlations or other similar parameters.

Non-observable factors are those based on working assumptions such as
parameters contained in models or based on statistical or economic
analyses, non-ascertainable in the market.

In fixed income trading books, credit instruments are valued on the basis of
bond yields and credit spreads, which represent market parameters in the
same way as interest rates or foreign exchange rates. The credit risk arising
on the issuer of the debt instrument is therefore a component of market risk
known as issuer risk.

Liquidity is an important component of market risk. In times of limited or no
liquidity, instruments or goods may not be tradable or may not be tradable
at their estimated value. This may arise, for example, due to low transaction
volumes, legal restrictions or a strong imbalance between demand and
supply for certain assets.

The market risk related to banking activities encompasses the interest rate
and foreign exchange risks stemming from banking intermediation activities;

Liquidity Risk - Liquidity risk is the risk that BNPP will not be able to honour
its commitments or unwind or settle a position due to the market
environment or idiosyncratic factors (i.e. specific to BNP Paribas), within a
given timeframe and at a reasonable cost.

Liquidity risk reflects the risk of the BNPP Group being unable to fulfil
current or future foreseen or unforeseen cash or collateral requirements,
across all time horizons, from the short to the long term

This risk may stem from the reduction in funding sources, draw down of
funding commitments, a reduction in the liquidity of certain assets, or an
increase in cash or collateral margin calls. It may be related to the bank
itself (reputation risk) or to external factors (risks in some markets).

The BNPP Group's liquidity risk is managed under a global liquidity policy
approved by the Group's ALM Committee. This policy is based on
management principles designed to apply both in normal conditions and in
a liquidity crisis. The Group's liquidity position is assessed on the basis of
internal indicators and regulatory ratios.

Operational Risk - Operational risk is the risk of incurring a loss due to
inadequate or failed internal processes, or due to external events, whether
deliberate, accidental or natural occurrences. Management of operational
risk is based on an analysis of the "cause - event - effect" chain.

Internal processes giving rise to operational risk may involve employees
and/or IT systems. External events include, but are not limited to floods,
fire, earthquakes and terrorist attacks. Credit or market events such as
default or fluctuations in value do not fall within the scope of operational
risk.

Operational risk encompasses fraud, human resources risks, legal risks,
non-compliance risks, tax risks, information system risks, conduct risks
(risks related to the provision of inappropriate financial services), risk
related to failures in operating processes, including loan procedures or
model risks, as well as any potential financial implications resulting from the
management of reputation risks;

Compliance and Reputation Risk - Compliance risk is defined in French
regulations as the risk of legal, administrative or disciplinary sanctions, of
significant financial loss or reputational damage that a bank may suffer as a
result of failure to comply with national or European laws and regulations,
codes of conduct and standards of good practice applicable to banking and
financial activities, or instructions given by an executive body, particularly in
application of guidelines issued by a supervisory body.

By definition, this risk is a sub-category of operational risk. However, as
certain implications of compliance risk involve more than a purely financial
loss and may actually damage the institution's reputation, BNPP treats
compliance risk separately.

Reputation risk is the risk of damaging the trust placed in a corporation by
its customers, counterparties, suppliers, employees, shareholders,
supervisors and any other stakeholder whose trust is an essential condition
for the corporation to carry out its day-to-day operations.

Reputation risk is primarily contingent on all the other risks borne by BNPP,
specifically the potential materialisation of a credit or market risk, or an
operational risk, as well as a violation of the Group[s code of conduct;

Insurance Risks - BNP Paribas Cardif is exposed to the following risks:

- underwriting risk: underwriting risk is the risk of a financial loss
caused by a sudden, unexpected increase in insurance claims.
Depending on the type of insurance business (life, non-life), this
risk may be statistical, macroeconomic or behavioural, or may be
related to public health issues or disasters;

- market risk: market risk is the risk of a financial loss arising from
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Risks

adverse movements of financial markets. These adverse
movements are notably reflected in price fluctuations (foreign
exchange rates, bonds, equities and commodities, derivatives,
real estate, etc.) and derived from fluctuations in interest rates,
credit spreads, volatilities and correlations;

- credit risk: credit risk is the risk of loss or adverse change in the
financial situation resulting from fluctuations in the credit standing
of issuers of securities, counterparties and any debtors to which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group is exposed. Among the debtors,
risks related to financial instruments (including the banks in which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group holds deposits) and risks related to
receivables generated by the underwriting activities (premium
collection, reinsurance recovering, etc.) are divided into two
categories: assets credit risk and liabilities credit risk;

- liquidity risk: liquidity risk is the risk of being unable to fulfil current
or future foreseen or unforeseen cash requirements coming from
insurance commitments to policyholders, because of an inability to
sell assets in a timely manner; and

- operational risk: operational risk is the risk of loss resulting from
the inadequacy or failure of internal processes, IT failures or
external events, whether accidental or natural. These external
events mentioned in this definition include those of human or
natural origin.

This section summarises the principal risks that BNPP currently considers itself to
face. They are presented in the following categories: risks related to the
macroeconomic and market environment, regulatory risks and risks related to BNPP,
its strategy, management and operations.

Difficult market and economic conditions have in the past had and may in
the future have a material adverse effect on the operating environment for
financial institutions and hence on BNPPs financial condition, results of
operations and cost of risk.

The United Kingdom's referendum to leave the European Union may lead to
significant uncertainty, volatility and disruption in European and broader
financial and economic markets and hence may adversely affect BNPP's
operating environment.

Due to the geographic scope of its activities, BNPP may be vulnerable to
country or regional-specific political, macroeconomic and financial
environments or circumstances.

BNPP's access to and cost of funding could be adversely affected by a
resurgence of financial crises, worsening economic conditions, rating
downgrades, increases in credit spreads or other factors.

Downgrades in the credit ratings of France or of BNPP may increase
BNPP's borrowing cost.

Significant interest rate changes could adversely affect BNPP's revenues or
profitability.

The prolonged low interest rate environment carries inherent systemic risks,

and an exit from such environment also carries risks.

The soundness and conduct of other financial institutions and market
participants could adversely affect BNPP.

BNPP may incur significant losses on its trading and investment activities
due to market fluctuations and volatility.

BNPP may generate lower revenues from brokerage and other commission
and fee-based businesses during market downturns.

Protracted market declines can reduce liquidity in the markets, making it
harder to sell assets and possibly leading to material losses.

Laws and regulations adopted in recent years, particularly in response to
the global financial crisis, as well as new legislative proposals, may
materially impact BNPP and the financial and economic environment in
which it operates.

BNPP is subject to extensive and evolving regulatory regimes in the
juridictions in which it operates.

BNPP may incur substantial fines and other administrative and criminal
penalties for non-compliance with applicable laws and regulations, and may
also incur losses in related (or unrelated) litigation with private parties.

There are risks related to the implementation of BNPPs strategic plans
and commitment to environmental responsibility.

BNPP may experience difficulties integrating acquired companies and may
be unable to realise the benefits expected from its acquisitions.

Intense competition by banking and non-banking operators could adversely
affect BNPP's revenues and profitability.

A substantial increase in new provisions or a shortfall in the level of
previously recorded provisions could adversely affect BNPP's results of
operations and financial condition.

BNPP's risk management policies, procedures and methods, may leave it
exposed to unidentified or unanticipated risks, which could lead to material
losses.

BNPP's hedging strategies may not prevent losses.

Adjustments to the carrying value of BNPP's securities and derivatives
portfolios and BNPP's own debt could have an impact on its net income and
shareholders' equity.

The expected changes in accounting principles relating to financial
instruments may have an impact on BNPP's balance sheet, income

statement and regulatory capital ratios and result in additional costs.

(w) BNPP's competitive position could be harmed if its reputation is damaged.

(x) An interruption in or a breach of BNPP's information systems may result in
material losses of client or customer information, damage to BNPP's
reputation and lead to financial losses.

(y) Unforeseen external events may disrupt BNPP's operations and cause
substantial losses and additional costs.

Las condiciones macroeconémicas y de mercado afectan a los resultados de BNPP.
La naturaleza de la actividad llevada a cabo por el BNPP es particularmente sensible
a las condiciones macroecondmicas y de mercado en Europa, que en ocasiones han
sido dificiles y volatiles los ultimos afios.

En 2017, el crecimiento mundial aumentd hasta aproximadamente el 3,5 %, reflejando
una mejora en todas las zonas geograficas. En los grandes paises desarrollados, este
aumento de actividad esta produciendo un endurecimiento o tapering de la politica
monetaria acomodaticia. Sin embargo, los niveles de inflacion siguen siendo muy
moderados y los bancos centrales pueden gestionar esta transicion de manera muy
gradual, sin comprometer la perspectiva econémica. El FMI espera que el crecimiento
mundial se siga fortaleciendo en 2018 y ha corregido su previsién del +3,6% al
+3,7%; la ligera desaceleracion esperada en las economias avanzadas deberia verse
mas que compensada por la mejora prevista en las economias emergentes
(impulsada por la recuperacion en América Latina y Oriente Medio, y a pesar del ritmo
estructural inferior del crecimiento econdmico en China).

En ese contexto, pueden observarse las dos categorias de riesgo siguientes:
Riesgos de inestabilidad financiera debido a la aplicacién de politicas monetarias

Cabe destacar dos riesgos: un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés y un
mantenimiento durante un periodo excesivo de la actual politica monetaria muy
acomodaticia.

Por una parte, el endurecimiento constante de la politica monetaria en EE.UU. (que
empez6 en 2015) y la politica monetaria menos acomodaticia en la zona del euro
(una reduccion programada en las compras de activos que empezd en enero de
2018) implican riesgos de turbulencias financieras. Cabe destacar en especial el
riesgo de un aumento controlado de forma inadecuada en los tipos de interés a largo
plazo, en el escenario de un aumento inesperado de la inflacion o de un
endurecimiento imprevisto de las politicas monetarias. Si el riesgo se materializa,
podria tener consecuencias negativas sobre los mercados de activos, en particular
sobre aquellos para los que las primas de riesgo son extremadamente bajas en
comparacion con su media histérica, tras una década de politicas monetarias
acomodaticias (crédito a empresas o paises con calificacion crediticia especulativa,
algunos sectores de los mercados de renta variable, el sector inmobiliario, etc.).

Por otra parte, a pesar del repunte desde mediados de 2016, los tipos de interés
siguen siendo bajos, lo cual puede fomentar una asuncién de riesgos excesiva entre
algunos participantes en el mercado financiero: una prolongacién de los vencimientos
de las financiaciones y los activos poseidos, una politica menos estricta para la
concesion de créditos y un aumento de las financiaciones apalancadas. Algunos de
estos participantes (compainias de seguros, fondos de pensiones, gestores de
activos, etc.) presentan una dimension cada vez mas sistémica y, en el caso de
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producirse turbulencias en el mercado (vinculadas, por ejemplo, a un aumento brusco
de los tipos de interés y/o a una correccidon de precios pronunciada), podrian verse
obligados a liquidar posiciones amplias en un entorno de liquidez de mercado
relativamente débil.

Riesgos sistémicos relacionados con un aumento de la deuda.

Desde el punto de vista macroeconémico, el impacto de un aumento de los tipos de
interés podria ser significativo para paises con un coeficiente elevado entre deuda
publica (o privada) y PIB. Esta es la situacién concretamente de EE.UU. y de algunos
paises europeos (en especial, Grecia, lItalia y Portugal), que suelen registrar
coeficientes de deuda publica/PIB superiores al 100 %, pero también de los paises
emergentes.

Entre 2008 y 2017, estos ultimos registraron un marcado aumento de su deuda,
incluida la deuda en moneda extranjera frente a acreedores extranjeros. El sector
privado fue la principal fuente del aumento de esta deuda, pero también lo fue en
menor medida el sector publico, especialmente en Africa. Estos paises son
particularmente vulnerables a la perspectiva de un endurecimiento de las politicas
monetarias en las economias avanzadas. Las fugas de capitales podrian afectar a los
tipos de cambio, aumentar los costes de liquidacion de esa deuda, importar inflacion y
hacer que los bancos centrales de los paises emergentes endurezcan sus
condiciones para la concesiéon de créditos. Esto conllevaria una reduccion en las
previsiones de crecimiento econdmico, posibles empeoramientos de las calificaciones
soberanas y un aumento de los riesgos para los bancos. A pesar de que la exposicion
del Grupo BNP Paribas a paises emergentes es limitada, la vulnerabilidad de estas
economias puede generar perturbaciones en el sistema financiero mundial que
podrian afectar al Grupo y alterar sus resultados.

Cabe sefialar que el riesgo relativo a la deuda podria materializarse no solo en el
supuesto de un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés, sino también con cualquier
impacto negativo sobre el crecimiento.

Legislacion y regulacion aplicables a las instituciones financieras

Los cambios recientes y futuros en la legislacion y la normativa aplicables a las
instituciones financieras pueden ejercer un impacto significativo sobre BNPP. Algunas
de las medidas que se adoptaron recientemente o que siguen (sus medidas de
aplicacion siguen) en fase de proyecto, que han influido o es probable que influyan en
BNPP, son:

— las reformas estructurales que comprenden la Ley bancaria francesa del 26
de julio de 2013, la cual exige que los bancos creen filiales o que separen las
operaciones por cuenta propia "especulativas" de sus actividades bancarias
minoristas tradicionales; la "norma Volcker" en EE.UU. que restringe las
transacciones por cuenta propia, el patrocinio y la inversion en fondos de
capital privado y fondos de cobertura por parte de bancos estadounidenses y
de otros paises, y los cambios potenciales que se esperan en Europa;

— la normativa que regula el capital: la Directiva de requisitos de capital IV
("CRD 4") / el Reglamento de requisitos de capital ("CRR"), la norma
internacional relativa a la capacidad total de absorciéon de pérdidas ("TLAC")
y la designacién de BNPP como institucion financiera de importancia
sistémica por el Consejo de Estabilidad Financiera (FSB);

- el Mecanismo Unico de Supervisién europeo y la normativa de 6 noviembre
de 2014;

— la Directiva de 16 de abril de 2014 relativa a los sistemas de garantia de
depésitos y sus decretos de delegacion y de ejecucion, la Directiva de 15 de
mayo de 2014 por la que se establece un marco para la reestructuracion y la
resolucion de entidades de crédito y empresas de servicios de inversion, el
Mecanismo Unico de Resolucién por el que se establecen el Consejo Unico
de Resolucion y el Fondo Unico de Resolucion;

Riesgos clave
relacionados con el
Emisor y el Garante

Los compradores potenciales de Valores emitidos en virtud del presente Folleto de
Base deben tener experiencia en relacion con las opciones y las transacciones con
opciones, y deben comprender los riesgos de las transacciones con Valores. Toda
inversion en Valores presenta determinados riesgos que deben tenerse en cuenta
antes de tomar cualquier decision de inversion. Ciertos riesgos pueden afectar a la
capacidad del Emisor para cumplir sus obligaciones derivadas de los Valores o a la
capacidad del Garante de cumplir sus obligaciones derivadas de la Garantia (en el
caso de los Valores emitidos por BNPP B.V.), algunos de las cuales escapan a su
control. En concreto, el Emisor (y el Garante, en el caso de los Valores emitidos por
BNPP B.V.), junto con el Grupo BNPP, esta expuesto a los riesgos asociados a sus
actividades, segun se describen a continuacion:

Emisor

Los principales riesgos descritos anteriormente en relacion con BNPP también
representan los riesgos principales para BNPP B.V., ya sea como entidad individual o
como sociedad del Grupo BNPP.

Riesgo de Dependencia

BNPP B.V. es una entidad operativa. Los activos de BNPP B.V. se componen de
obligaciones de otras entidades del Grupo BNPP. La capacidad de BNPP B.V. de
cumplir sus propias obligaciones dependera de la capacidad de otras entidades del
Grupo BNPP de cumplir las suyas. Con respecto a los valores que emite BNPP B.V.,
su capacidad para cumplir sus obligaciones en relacion con dichos valores depende
de la recepcion por su parte de pagos que le son debidos a través de ciertos
contratos de cobertura que celebra con otras entidades del Grupo BNPP. En
consecuencia, los titulares de los titulos emitidos por BNPP B.V. se beneficiaran de la
estipulaciones de la Garantia emitida por BNPP, y estaran expuestos a la capacidad
de las entidades del Grupo BNPP a cumplir sus obligaciones dentro del marco de los
contratos de cobertura.

Riesgo de Crédito

BNPP B.V. cuenta con una concentraciéon considerable de riesgos de crédito, puesto
que adquiere todos los contratos extrabursatiles de su matriz o de otras entidades del
Grupo BNPP, y dichos riesgos de crédito ascienden a 50.800 millones EUR a 31 de
diciembre de 2017.

Riesgo de Liquidez

BNPP B.V. tiene una exposiciéon considerable al riesgo de liquidez. Para atenuar esta
exposicion, BNPP B.V. celebré contratos de compensacion con su matriz y otras
entidades del Grupo BNPP. El riesgo restante asciende a 1,8 millones EUR a 31 de
diciembre de 2017.

Garante

Existen ciertos factores que pueden afectar a la capacidad de BNPP para cumplir con
sus obligaciones derivadas de los Valores emitidos al amparo del presente Folleto de
Base y las obligaciones del Garante derivadas de la Garantia.

Tal como se define en el Documento de Registro de 2017 (en inglés) y en el Informe
Financiero Anual de BNPP, ocho categorias principales de riesgo son inherentes a las
actividades de BNPP:

(1) Riesgo de crédito: - El riesgo de crédito es la consecuencia derivada de la
probabilidad de que un prestatario o una contraparte no cumpla sus
obligaciones de acuerdo con las condiciones acordadas. La probabilidad de

impago y la recuperacion prevista en relacion con el préstamo o el importe
por cobrar en caso de impago son componentes clave de la evaluacion de
la calidad crediticia;

Titulizacion en la Cartera Bancaria: - La titulizacidon es una operacién o
mecanismo mediante los cuales el riesgo de crédito asociado a una
exposicion o conjunto de exposiciones se divide en tramos y que presenta
las siguientes caracteristicas:

- los pagos realizados en relacion con la transaccion o el plan
dependen de la rentabilidad de la exposicion o el conjunto de
exposiciones;

- la subordinacién de tramos determina la distribucién de las
pérdidas mientras exista la transferencia de riesgo.

Todo compromiso (incluidos derivados y lineas de liquidez) otorgado a una
operacion de titulizacién debe considerarse como una exposicion a
titulizacion. La mayoria de estos compromisos se recogen en la cartera
bancaria de prudencia;

Riesgo de impago de la contraparte: - El riesgo de impago de la
contraparte es la traduccion del riesgo de crédito inherente a las
transacciones financieras, las inversiones y/o las operaciones de
liquidacion entre las contrapartes. Estas transacciones comprenden
contratos bilaterales tales como contratos de derivados extrabursatiles
("OTC".por sus siglas en inglés) y contratos liquidados mediante camaras
de compensacion. La magnitud de este riesgo puede variar con el paso del
tiempo en consonancia con el cambio en los parametros de mercado que
afecten al valor de sustitucién de las correspondientes transacciones;

El riesgo de la contraparte reside en el supuesto de que una contraparte
incumpla sus obligaciones de pagar a BNPP el valor presente total de los
flujos relativos a una transaccion o a una cartera para la que a BNPP no
sea un receptor neto. El riesgo de crédito (o riesgo de impago) de la
contraparte también esta asociado al coste de sustitucion de un derivado o
una cartera en el supuesto de un impago de la contraparte. Por tanto,
puede considerarse como un riesgo de mercado en caso de un impago o
un riesgo contingente.

Riesgo de Mercado: - el riesgo de mercado es el riesgo de sufrir una
pérdida de valor derivada de tendencias adversas en los precios o los
parametros del mercado, ya sea observable directamente o no.

Los parametros de mercado observables incluyen, entre otros, tipos de
cambio, precios de valores y materias primas (ya sean cotizados u
obtenidos por referencia a un activo similar), precios de derivados y otros
parametros que se pueden inferir directamente de ellos, como tipos de
interés, diferenciales de crédito, volatilidades y correlaciones implicitas u
otros parametros similares.

Los factores no observables son los que se basan en hipétesis, como
parametros recogidos en modelos o basados en andlisis estadisticos o
economicos, no verificables en el mercado.

En las carteras de negociacidon de renta fija, los instrumentos de crédito se
valoran sobre la base de los rendimientos de los bonos y los diferenciales
de crédito, que representan parametros de mercado del mismo modo que
los tipos de interés o los tipos de cambio. Por consiguiente, el riesgo de
crédito derivado del emisor del instrumento de deuda es un componente
del riesgo de mercado denominado riesgo de emisor.

La liquidez es un componente importante del riesgo de mercado. En
épocas de liquidez limitada o falta de liquidez, es posible que no puedan

contratarse instrumentos o bienes o que estos no se puedan contratar a su
valor estimado. Esto puede suceder, por ejemplo, debido a bajos
volumenes de transaccion, restricciones legales o un acusado desequilibrio
entre la oferta y la demanda de determinados activos.

El riesgo de mercado relacionado con las actividades bancarias comprende
los riesgos de tipo de cambio derivados de las actividades de
intermediacion bancaria.

Riesgo de liquidez: - El riesgo de liquidez es el riesgo de que el BNPP no
sea capaz de cumplir con sus compromisos o de revertir o liquidar una
posicion debido a la situacion del mercado o a factores idiosincrasicos (es
decir, especificos de BNP Paribas), dentro de un plazo determinado y a un
coste razonable.

El riesgo de liquidez refleja el riesgo de que el Grupo BNPP sea incapaz de
satisfacer los requisitos actuales o futuros, tanto previstos como
imprevistos, de efectivo o de garantias, en todos los plazos temporales
desde corto hasta largo plazo.

Este riesgo puede derivarse de una reduccidon de las fuentes de
financiacion, una retirada de los compromisos de financiaciéon, una
reduccion de la liquidez de determinados activos, o un aumento del ajuste
de margen de efectivo o garantias. Puede estar relacionado con el propio
banco (riesgo de reputacion) o con factores externos (riesgos en algunos
mercados).

El riesgo de liquidez del Grupo BNPP se gestiona con arreglo a una politica
de liquidez mundial aprobada por el Comité de gestion de activos y pasivos
(ALM) del Grupo BNPP. Dicha politica se basa en principios de gestion
disefiados para una aplicacion tanto en condiciones normales como en
momentos de crisis de liquidez. La posicion de liquidez del Grupo BNPP se
calcula sobre la base de indicadores internos y de ratios reglamentarios.

Riesgo operativo: - El riesgo operativo es el riesgo de incurrir en una
pérdida debido aa consecuencia de procesos internos inadecuados o
erréneosfracasados, o debido a acontecimientos externos, ya sean
deliberados, accidentalesindependientemente de si estos se dan de forma
deliberada, accidental o naturalesnatural. La gestion del riesgo operativo se
basa en un andlisis de la cadena "causa - acontecimiento - efecto".

Los procesos internos que generan riesgo operativo pueden estar
relacionados con empleados y/o sistemas informaticos. Los
acontecimientos externos incluyen, entre otras cosas, inundaciones,
incendios, terremotos y atentados terroristas. Los supuestos de crédito o
de mercado, como los impagos o las fluctuaciones de valor, no se incluyen
en la categoria de riesgo operativo.

El riesgo operativo engloba fraude, riesgos de recursos humanos, riesgos
legales, riesgos de incumplimiento normativo, riesgos fiscales, riesgos de
sistemas de informacion, riesgos de conducta (riesgos asociados a la
prestacion de servicios financieros inapropiados), riesgos relacionados con
fallos en procesos operativos (incluidos procedimientos de préstamo) o
riesgos de modelo, asi como cualesquiera otras implicaciones financieras
derivadas de la gestion del riesgo de reputacion;

Riesgo de Cumplimiento Normativo cumplimiento y Reputacional: segun de
reputacion: - El riesgo de cumplimiento tal como se define en la normativa
francesa, el riesgo de cumplimiento normativo es el riesgo de sanciones
legalesjuridicas, administrativas o disciplinarias, o de pérdida financiera o

considerablessignificativos que un banco puede sufrir comoa consecuencia
de incumplir leyes o reglamentos,un incumplimiento de la legislacién y
normativa nacional o europea, asi como de los codigos de conducta oy
normas en materia de nuevasbuenas practicas, nacionales o europeos,
aplicables a las actividades bancarias y financieras, o las instrucciones
dictadasfacilitadas por un 6rgano ejecutivo, en especialespecialmente en
aplicacion de las directrices dictadasemitidas por un érgano de supervision

Por definicion, este riesgo es una subcategoria del riesgo operativo. Sin
embargo, puesto que determinadas implicaciones del riesgo de
cumplimiento normativo conllevan mas que una pérdida financiera y, de
hecho, pueden dafiar la reputacion de la institucion, BNPP trata el riesgo
de cumplimiento normativo por separado.

El riesgo reputacional es el riesgo de que resulte dafiada la confianza
depositada en una sociedad por sus clientes, contrapartes, proveedores,
empleados, accionistas, supervisores y otras partes interesadas cuya
confianza es un factor esencial para que la sociedad lleve a cabo sus
operaciones diarias.

El riesgo de reputacion esté principalmente supeditado a todos los demas
riesgos asumidos por BNPP, concretamente la materializaciéon potencial de
un riesgo de crédito o de mercado, o un riesgo operativo, asi como una
violacion del cédigo de conducta del Grupo.

Riesgos de seguro: BNP Paribas Cardif esta expuesta a los siguientes
riesgos:

- riesgo de suscripcion: el riesgo de suscripcion es el riesgo de que
se produzca una pérdida financiera provocada por un aumento
repentino e inesperado de las reclamaciones de indemnizacion de
seguro. En funcién del tipo de actividad del seguro (vida, riesgo
no vida), el riesgo puede ser estadistico, macroeconémico o
conductual, o puede estar relacionado con problemas de salud
publica o desastres naturales;

- riesgo de mercado: el riesgo de mercado es el riesgo pérdida
financiera derivada de movimientos adversos de los mercados
financieros. Dichos movimientos adversos se reflejan en particular
en las fluctuaciones de precios (tipos de cambio, bonos, precios
de las acciones y de las materias primas, derivados, bienes
inmobiliarios ...) y se derivan de las fluctuaciones de los tipos de
interés, los diferenciales de crédito, las volatilidades y la
correlaciones;

- riesgo de crédito: el riesgo de crédito es el riesgo de pérdida o
cambio adverso en la situacion financiera como resultado de las
fluctuaciones en la situacion crediticia de los emisores de valores,
las contrapartes y cualesquiera deudores a las que esté expuesto
el grupo BNP Paribas Cardif. Entre los deudores, los riesgos
relativos a instrumentos financieros (incluidos los bancos en los
que el grupo BNP Paribas Cardif posea depdsitos) y los riesgos
relativos a los importes por cobrar generados por las actividades
de suscripcion (recaudacion de primas, recuperacion de
reaseguros, etc) se dividen en dos categorias: riesgo de crédito
de activos y riesgo de crédito de pasivos;

- riesgo de liquidez: el riesgo de liquidez es el riesgo de ser incapaz
de cumplir requisitos de liquidez actuales o futuros, previstos o
imprevistos, derivados de compromisos de seguros para con los
titulares de las polizas, debido a la incapacidad de vender activos
de manera puntual; y

- riesgo operativo: el riesgo operativo es el riesgo de que se
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produzca una pérdida a consecuencia de la falta de adecuacién o
del fallo de procesos internos, fallos informaticos o
acontecimientos externos, ya sea accidentales o naturales. Etos
acontecimientos externos comprenden aquellos debidos a causas
tanto humanas como naturales.

Riesgos

Esta seccion resume los principales riesgos a los que la propia BNPP considera que
se esta enfrentando. Se presentan en las siguientes categorias: riesgos relativos al
entorno macroecondmico y de mercado, riesgos normativos y riesgos relativos a
BNPP, su estrategia, gestion y operaciones.

(a) Las dificiles condiciones del mercado y econémicas han tenido y podrian
tener en el futuro un efecto adverso importante en el entorno operativo de
las instituciones financieras y por ende en las condiciones financieras, los
resultados de las operaciones y el coste del riesgo de BNPP.

(b) El referendo del Reino Unido sobre su salida de la Unién Europea puede
conllevar un grado significativo de incertidumbre, volatilidad vy
perturbaciones en los mercados econdémicos y financieros tanto europeos
como del resto del mundo y, por tanto, afectar negativamente al entorno
operativo de BNPP.

(c) Dado el ambito geografico de sus actividades, BNPP puede ser vulnerable
a los entornos o circunstancias de caracter politico, macroeconémico y
financiero especificos del pais o la region.

(d) El acceso por parte de BNPP a la financiacion y el coste de ésta podrian
verse adversamente afectado por un agravamiento de las crisis financieras,
un empeoramiento de las condiciones econdmicas, descensos en las
calificaciones, aumentos de los diferenciales de crédito u otros factores.

(e) El empeoramiento de las calificaciones crediticias de Francia o de BNPP
pueden incrementar el coste de los préstamos para BNPP.

(f) Los cambios significativos en los tipos de interés podrian afectar
adversamente a los ingresos o la rentabilidad de BNPP.

(9) El contexto prolongado marcado por unos tipos de interés bajos entrafia
riesgos sistémicos inherentes, mientras que una salida de dicho contexto
también conlleva sus riesgos.

(h) La solidez y el comportamiento de otras entidades financieras y
participantes del mercado podrian afectar adversamente a BNPP.

(i) BNPP puede incurrir en pérdidas significativas en sus actividades de
inversién y compraventa de activos financieros debido a la volatilidad y las
fluctuaciones del mercado.

0] BNPP puede generar menores ingresos a partir de los negocios de
intermediacion y otros negocios basados en comisiones y honorarios
durante recesiones del mercado.

(k) Las caidas prolongadas del mercado pueden reducir la liquidez de los
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mercados, dificultando la venta de activos y conduciendo, posiblemente, a
pérdidas sustanciales.

Trend information

Macroeconomic environment

Macroeconomic and market conditions affect BNPP's results. The nature of BNPP's
business makes it particularly sensitive to macroeconomic and market conditions in
Europe, which have been at times challenging and volatile in recent years.

In 2017, global growth increased to about 3.5%, reflecting an improvement in all
geographic regions. In the large developed countries, this increase in activity is
leading to a tightening of, or a tapering of accommodating monetary policy. However,
with inflation levels still very moderate, the central banks are able to manage this
transition very gradually, without compromising the economic outlook. The IMF
expects worldwide growth to strengthen further in 2018 and has revised its forecast
from +3.6% to +3.7%: the slight slowing down expected in the advanced economies
should be more than offset by the forecast improvement in the emerging economies
(driven by the recovery in Latin America and the Middle East, and despite the
structural lower pace of economic growth in China).

In this context, the following two risk categories can be identified:
Risks of financial instability due to the conduct of monetary policies

Two risks should be emphasised: a sharp increase in interest rates and the current
very accommodating monetary policy being maintained for too long.

On the one hand, the continued tightening of monetary policy in the United States
(which started in 2015) and the less-accommodating monetary policy in the euro zone
(a planned reduction in assets purchases starting in January 2018) involve risks of
financial turbulence. The risk of an inadequately controlled rise in long-term interest
rates may in particular be emphasised, under the scenario of an unexpected increase
in inflation or an unanticipated tightening of monetary policies. If this risk materialises,
it could have negative consequences on the asset markets, particularly those for
which risk premiums are extremely low compared to their historic average, following a
decade of accommodating monetary policies (credit to non-investment grade
corporates or countries, certain sectors of the equity markets, real estate, etc.)

On the other hand, despite the upturn since mid-2016, interest rates remain low, which
may continue to encourage excessive risk-taking among some players in the financial
systemmarket participants: increased lengthening maturities of financings and assets
held, less stringent credit policy for granting loans, and an increase in leveraged
financings. Some players of these participants (insurance companies, pension funds,
asset managers, etc.) entail have an increasingly systemic dimension and in the event
of market turbulence (linked for instance example to a sudden sharp rise in interest
rates and/or a sharp price correction) they may decide could be brought to unwind
large positions in an environment of relatively weak market liquidity.

Systemic risks related to increased debt

Macroeconomically, the impact of a rate increase could be significant for countries
with high public and/or private debt-to-GDP. This is particularly the case for the United
States and certain European countries (in particular Greece, Italy, and Portugal),
which are posting public debt-to-GDP ratios often above 100% but also for emerging
countries.

Between 2008 and 2017, the latter recorded a marked increase in their debt, including
foreign currency debt owed to foreign creditors. The private sector was the main
source of the increase in this debt, but also the public sector to a lesser extent,
particularly in Africa. These countries are particularly vulnerable to the prospect of a
tightening in monetary policies in the advanced economies. Capital outflows could
weigh on exchange rates, increase the costs of servicing that debt, import inflation,
and cause the emerging countries' central banks to tighten their credit conditions. This
would bring about a reduction in forecast economic growth, possible downgrades of
sovereign ratings, and an increase in risks for the banks. While the exposure of the
BNP Paribas Group to emerging countries is limited, the vulnerability of these
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economies may generate disruptions in the global financial system that could affect
the Group and potentially alter its results.

It should be noted that debt-related risk could materialise, not only in the event of a
sharp rise in interest rates, but also with any negative growth shocks.

Laws and regulations applicable to financial institutions

Recent and future changes in the laws and regulations applicable to financial
institutions may have a significant impact on BNPP. Measures that were recently
adopted or which are (or whose application measures are) still in draft format, that
have or are likely to have an impact on BNPP notably include:

- the structural reforms comprising the French banking law of 26 July 2013
requiring that banks create subsidiaries for or segregate "speculative"
proprietary operations from their traditional retail banking activities, the
"Volcker rule" in the US which restricts proprietary transactions, sponsorship
and investment in private equity funds and hedge funds by US and foreign
banks, and upcoming potential changes in Europe;

— regulations governing capital: the Capital Requirements Directive IV ("CRD
4")/the Capital Requirements Regulation ("CRR"), the international standard
for total-loss absorbing capacity ("TLAC") and BNPP's designation as a
financial institution that is of systemic importance by the Financial Stability
Board;

— the European Single Supervisory Mechanism and the ordinance of 6
November 2014;

— the Directive of 16 April 2014 related to deposit guarantee systems and its
delegation and implementing Decrees, the Directive of 15 May 2014
establishing a Bank Recovery and Resolution framework, the Single
Resolution Mechanism establishing the Single Resolution Council and the
Single Resolution Fund;

— the General Data Protection Regulation ("GDPR") that became effective on
25 May 2018, moving the European data confidentiality environment forward
and improving personal data protection within the European Union.
Businesses run the risk of severe penalties if they do not comply with the
standards set by the GDPR. This Regulation applies to all banks providing
services to European citizens; and
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— the finalisation of Basel 3 published by the Basel commitiee in December
2017, introducing a revision to the measurement of credit risk, operational
risk and credit valuation adjustment ("CVA") risk for the calculation of risk-
weighted assets. These measures are expected to come into effect in
January 2022 and will be subject to an output floor (based on standardised
approaches), which will be gradually applied as of 2022 and reach its final
level in 2027.

Moreover, in today's tougher regulatory context, the risk of non-compliance with
existing laws and regulations, in particular those relating to the protection of the
interests of customers, is a significant risk for the banking industry, potentially resulting
in significant losses and fines. In addition to its compliance system, which specifically
covers this type of risk, the BNP Paribas Group places the interest of its customers,
and more broadly that of its stakeholders, at the heart of its values. The new Code of
conduct adopted by the BNP Paribas Group in 2016 sets out detailed values and rules
of conduct in this area.

Cyber security and technology risk

BNPP's ability to do business is intrinsically tied to the fluidity of electronic transactions
as well as the protection and security of information and technology assets.

The technological change is accelerating with the digital transformation and the
resulting increase in the number of communications circuits, proliferation in data
sources, growing process automation, and greater use of electronic banking
transactions.

The progress and acceleration of technological change are giving cybercriminals new
options for altering, stealing, and disclosing data. The number of attacks is increasing,
with a greater reach and sophistication in all sectors, including financial services.

The outsourcing of a growing number of processes also exposes the Group to
structural cyber security and technology risks leading to the appearance of potential
attack vectors that cybercriminals can exploit.

Accordingly, the Group has set up a second line of defence within the Risk Function
with the creation of the Risk ORC ICT Team dedicated to managing cyber security
and technology risk. Thus, standards are regularly adapted to support the Bank's
digital evolution and innovation while managing existing and emerging threats (such
as cyber-crime, espionage, etc.).

Key risks regarding
the Issuer and the
Guarantor

Prospective purchasers of the Securities should be experienced with respect to
options and options transactions and should understand the risks of transactions
involving the Securities. An investment in the Securities presents certain risks that
should be taken into account before any investment decision is made. Certain risks
may affect the Issuer's ability to fulfil its obligations under the Securities or the
Guarantor's ability to perform its obligations under the Guarantee (in the case of
Securities issued by BNPP B.V.), some of which are beyond its control. In particular,
the Issuer (and the Guarantor, in the case of Securities issued by BNPP B.V.),
together with the BNPP Group, are exposed to the risks associated with its activities,
as described below:

Issuer

The main risks described above in relation to BNPP also represent the main risks for
BNPP B.V., either as an individual entity or a company in the BNPP Group.

Dependency Risk

BNPP B.V. is an operating company. The assets of BNPP B.V. consist of the
obligations of other BNPP Group entities. The ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its own
obligations will depend on the ability of other BNPP Group entities to fulfil their
obligations. In respect of securities it issues, the ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its
obligations under such securities depends on the receipt by it of payments under
certain hedging agreements that it enters with other BNPP Group entities.
Consequently, Holders of BNPP B.V. securities will, subject to the provisions of the
Guarantee issued by BNPP, be exposed to the ability of BNPP Group entities to
perform their obligations under such hedging agreements.

Credit Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant concentration of credit risks as all OTC contracts, optionand
swap agreements are acquired from its parent company and other BNPP Group
entitiesand such credit risks amount to EUR 50.8 billion as at 31 December 2017.

Liquidity Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant liquidity risk exposure. To mitigate this exposure, BNPP
B.V. entered into netting agreements with its parent company and other BNPP Group
entities. The remaining risk amounts to EUR 1.8 million as at 31 December 2017.

Guarantor

There are certain factors that may affect BNPP's ability to fulfil its obligations under the
Securities issued under this Base Prospectus and the Guarantor's obligations under
the Guarantee.

As defined in BNPP's 2017 Registration Document (in English) and Annual Financial
Report, eight main categories of risk are inherent in BNPP's activities:

(1) Credit Risk - Credit risk is the consequence resulting from the likelihood that
a borrower or counterparty will fail to meet its obligations in accordance with
agreed terms. The probability of default and the expected recovery on the
loan or receivable in the event of default are key components of the credit
quality assessment;

(2) Securitisation in the banking book - Securitisation means a transaction or
scheme, whereby the credit risk associated with an exposure or pool of
exposures is tranched, having the following characteristics:

- the subordination of tranches determines the distribution of losses
during the life of the risk transfer.

Any commitment (including derivatives and liquidity lines) granted to a
securitisation operation must be treated as a securitisation exposure. Most
of these commitments are held in the prudential banking book;

Counterparty Credit Risk - Counterparty credit risk is the translation of the
credit risk embedded in financial transactions, investments and/or
settlement transactions between counterparties. Those transactions include
bilateral contracts such as over-the-counter ("OTC") derivatives contracts
as well as contracts settled through clearing houses. The amount of this risk
may vary over time in line with changing market parameters which then
impacts the replacement value of the relevant transactions

Counterparty risk lies in the event that a counterparty defaults on its
obligations to pay BNPP the full present value of the flows relating to a
transaction or a portfolio for which BNPP is a net receiver. Counterparty
credit risk is also linked to the replacement cost of a derivative or portfolio in
the event of counterparty default. Hence, it can be seen as a market risk in
case of default or a contingent risk.

Market Risk - Market risk is the risk of incurring a loss of value due to
adverse trends in market prices or parameters, whether directly observable
or not.

Observable market parameters include, but are not limited to, exchange
rates, prices of securities and commodities (whether listed or obtained by
reference to a similar asset), prices of derivatives, and other parameters
that can be directly inferred from them, such as interest rates, credit
spreads, volatilities and implied correlations or other similar parameters.

Non-observable factors are those based on working assumptions such as
parameters contained in models or based on statistical or economic
analyses, non-ascertainable in the market.

In fixed income trading books, credit instruments are valued on the basis of
bond yields and credit spreads, which represent market parameters in the
same way as interest rates or foreign exchange rates. The credit risk arising
on the issuer of the debt instrument is therefore a component of market risk
known as issuer risk.

Liquidity is an important component of market risk. In times of limited or no
liquidity, instruments or goods may not be tradable or may not be tradable
at their estimated value. This may arise, for example, due to low transaction
volumes, legal restrictions or a strong imbalance between demand and
supply for certain assets.

The market risk related to banking activities encompasses the interest rate
and foreign exchange risks stemming from banking intermediation activities;

Liquidity Risk - Liquidity risk is the risk that BNPP will not be able to honour
its commitments or unwind or settle a position due to the market
environment or idiosyncratic factors (i.e. specific to BNP Paribas), within a
given timeframe and at a reasonable cost.

Liquidity risk reflects the risk of the BNPP Group being unable to fulfil
current or future foreseen or unforeseen cash or collateral requirements,
across all time horizons, from the short to the long term

This risk may stem from the reduction in funding sources, draw down of
funding commitments, a reduction in the liquidity of certain assets, or an
increase in cash or collateral margin calls. It may be related to the bank
itself (reputation risk) or to external factors (risks in some markets).

The BNPP Group's liquidity risk is managed under a global liquidity policy
approved by the Group's ALM Committee. This policy is based on
management principles designed to apply both in normal conditions and in
a liquidity crisis. The Group's liquidity position is assessed on the basis of
internal indicators and regulatory ratios.

Operational Risk - Operational risk is the risk of incurring a loss due to
inadequate or failed internal processes, or due to external events, whether
deliberate, accidental or natural occurrences. Management of operational
risk is based on an analysis of the "cause - event - effect" chain.

Internal processes giving rise to operational risk may involve employees
and/or IT systems. External events include, but are not limited to floods,
fire, earthquakes and terrorist attacks. Credit or market events such as
default or fluctuations in value do not fall within the scope of operational
risk.

Operational risk encompasses fraud, human resources risks, legal risks,
non-compliance risks, tax risks, information system risks, conduct risks
(risks related to the provision of inappropriate financial services), risk
related to failures in operating processes, including loan procedures or
model risks, as well as any potential financial implications resulting from the
management of reputation risks;

Compliance and Reputation Risk - Compliance risk is defined in French
regulations as the risk of legal, administrative or disciplinary sanctions, of
significant financial loss or reputational damage that a bank may suffer as a
result of failure to comply with national or European laws and regulations,
codes of conduct and standards of good practice applicable to banking and
financial activities, or instructions given by an executive body, particularly in
application of guidelines issued by a supervisory body.

By definition, this risk is a sub-category of operational risk. However, as
certain implications of compliance risk involve more than a purely financial
loss and may actually damage the institution's reputation, BNPP treats
compliance risk separately.

Reputation risk is the risk of damaging the trust placed in a corporation by
its customers, counterparties, suppliers, employees, shareholders,
supervisors and any other stakeholder whose trust is an essential condition
for the corporation to carry out its day-to-day operations.

Reputation risk is primarily contingent on all the other risks borne by BNPP,
specifically the potential materialisation of a credit or market risk, or an
operational risk, as well as a violation of the Group[s code of conduct;

Insurance Risks - BNP Paribas Cardif is exposed to the following risks:

- underwriting risk: underwriting risk is the risk of a financial loss
caused by a sudden, unexpected increase in insurance claims.
Depending on the type of insurance business (life, non-life), this
risk may be statistical, macroeconomic or behavioural, or may be
related to public health issues or disasters;

- market risk: market risk is the risk of a financial loss arising from

adverse movements of financial markets. These adverse
movements are notably reflected in price fluctuations (foreign
exchange rates, bonds, equities and commodities, derivatives,
real estate, etc.) and derived from fluctuations in interest rates,
credit spreads, volatilities and correlations;

- credit risk: credit risk is the risk of loss or adverse change in the
financial situation resulting from fluctuations in the credit standing
of issuers of securities, counterparties and any debtors to which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group is exposed. Among the debtors,
risks related to financial instruments (including the banks in which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group holds deposits) and risks related to
receivables generated by the underwriting activities (premium
collection, reinsurance recovering, etc.) are divided into two
categories: assets credit risk and liabilities credit risk;

- liquidity risk: liquidity risk is the risk of being unable to fulfil current
or future foreseen or unforeseen cash requirements coming from
insurance commitments to policyholders, because of an inability to
sell assets in a timely manner; and

- operational risk: operational risk is the risk of loss resulting from
the inadequacy or failure of internal processes, IT failures or
external events, whether accidental or natural. These external
events mentioned in this definition include those of human or
natural origin.

This section summarises the principal risks that BNPP currently considers itself to
face. They are presented in the following categories: risks related to the
macroeconomic and market environment, regulatory risks and risks related to BNPP,
its strategy, management and operations.

Las condiciones macroeconémicas y de mercado afectan a los resultados de BNPP.
La naturaleza de la actividad llevada a cabo por el BNPP es particularmente sensible
a las condiciones macroecondmicas y de mercado en Europa, que en ocasiones han
sido dificiles y volatiles los ultimos afios.

En 2017, el crecimiento mundial aumentd hasta aproximadamente el 3,5 %, reflejando
una mejora en todas las zonas geograficas. En los grandes paises desarrollados, este
aumento de actividad esta produciendo un endurecimiento o tapering de la politica
monetaria acomodaticia. Sin embargo, los niveles de inflacion siguen siendo muy
moderados y los bancos centrales pueden gestionar esta transicion de manera muy
gradual, sin comprometer la perspectiva econémica. El FMI espera que el crecimiento
mundial se siga fortaleciendo en 2018 y ha corregido su previsién del +3,6% al
+3,7%; la ligera desaceleracion esperada en las economias avanzadas deberia verse
mas que compensada por la mejora prevista en las economias emergentes
(impulsada por la recuperacion en América Latina y Oriente Medio, y a pesar del ritmo
estructural inferior del crecimiento econdmico en China).

En ese contexto, pueden observarse las dos categorias de riesgo siguientes:
Riesgos de inestabilidad financiera debido a la aplicacién de politicas monetarias

Cabe destacar dos riesgos: un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés y un
mantenimiento durante un periodo excesivo de la actual politica monetaria muy
acomodaticia.

Por una parte, el endurecimiento constante de la politica monetaria en EE.UU. (que
empez6 en 2015) y la politica monetaria menos acomodaticia en la zona del euro
(una reduccion programada en las compras de activos que empezd en enero de
2018) implican riesgos de turbulencias financieras. Cabe destacar en especial el
riesgo de un aumento controlado de forma inadecuada en los tipos de interés a largo
plazo, en el escenario de un aumento inesperado de la inflacion o de un
endurecimiento imprevisto de las politicas monetarias. Si el riesgo se materializa,
podria tener consecuencias negativas sobre los mercados de activos, en particular
sobre aquellos para los que las primas de riesgo son extremadamente bajas en
comparacion con su media histérica, tras una década de politicas monetarias
acomodaticias (crédito a empresas o paises con calificacion crediticia especulativa,
algunos sectores de los mercados de renta variable, el sector inmobiliario, etc.).

Por otra parte, a pesar del repunte desde mediados de 2016, los tipos de interés
siguen siendo bajos, lo cual puede fomentar una asuncién de riesgos excesiva entre
algunos participantes en el mercado financiero: una prolongacién de los vencimientos
de las financiaciones y los activos poseidos, una politica menos estricta para la
concesion de créditos y un aumento de las financiaciones apalancadas. Algunos de
estos participantes (compainias de seguros, fondos de pensiones, gestores de
activos, etc.) presentan una dimension cada vez mas sistémica y, en el caso de
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producirse turbulencias en el mercado (vinculadas, por ejemplo, a un aumento brusco
de los tipos de interés y/o a una correccidon de precios pronunciada), podrian verse
obligados a liquidar posiciones amplias en un entorno de liquidez de mercado
relativamente débil.

Riesgos sistémicos relacionados con un aumento de la deuda.

Desde el punto de vista macroeconémico, el impacto de un aumento de los tipos de
interés podria ser significativo para paises con un coeficiente elevado entre deuda
publica (o privada) y PIB. Esta es la situacién concretamente de EE.UU. y de algunos
paises europeos (en especial, Grecia, lItalia y Portugal), que suelen registrar
coeficientes de deuda publica/PIB superiores al 100 %, pero también de los paises
emergentes.

Entre 2008 y 2017, estos ultimos registraron un marcado aumento de su deuda,
incluida la deuda en moneda extranjera frente a acreedores extranjeros. El sector
privado fue la principal fuente del aumento de esta deuda, pero también lo fue en
menor medida el sector publico, especialmente en Africa. Estos paises son
particularmente vulnerables a la perspectiva de un endurecimiento de las politicas
monetarias en las economias avanzadas. Las fugas de capitales podrian afectar a los
tipos de cambio, aumentar los costes de liquidacion de esa deuda, importar inflacion y
hacer que los bancos centrales de los paises emergentes endurezcan sus
condiciones para la concesiéon de créditos. Esto conllevaria una reduccion en las
previsiones de crecimiento econdmico, posibles empeoramientos de las calificaciones
soberanas y un aumento de los riesgos para los bancos. A pesar de que la exposicion
del Grupo BNP Paribas a paises emergentes es limitada, la vulnerabilidad de estas
economias puede generar perturbaciones en el sistema financiero mundial que
podrian afectar al Grupo y alterar sus resultados.

Cabe sefialar que el riesgo relativo a la deuda podria materializarse no solo en el
supuesto de un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés, sino también con cualquier
impacto negativo sobre el crecimiento.

Legislacion y regulacion aplicables a las instituciones financieras

Los cambios recientes y futuros en la legislacion y la normativa aplicables a las
instituciones financieras pueden ejercer un impacto significativo sobre BNPP. Algunas
de las medidas que se adoptaron recientemente o que siguen (sus medidas de
aplicacion siguen) en fase de proyecto, que han influido o es probable que influyan en
BNPP, son:

— las reformas estructurales que comprenden la Ley bancaria francesa del 26
de julio de 2013, la cual exige que los bancos creen filiales o que separen las
operaciones por cuenta propia "especulativas" de sus actividades bancarias
minoristas tradicionales; la "norma Volcker" en EE.UU. que restringe las
transacciones por cuenta propia, el patrocinio y la inversion en fondos de
capital privado y fondos de cobertura por parte de bancos estadounidenses y
de otros paises, y los cambios potenciales que se esperan en Europa;

— la normativa que regula el capital: la Directiva de requisitos de capital IV
("CRD 4") / el Reglamento de requisitos de capital ("CRR"), la norma
internacional relativa a la capacidad total de absorciéon de pérdidas ("TLAC")
y la designacién de BNPP como institucion financiera de importancia
sistémica por el Consejo de Estabilidad Financiera (FSB);

- el Mecanismo Unico de Supervisién europeo y la normativa de 6 noviembre
de 2014;

— la Directiva de 16 de abril de 2014 relativa a los sistemas de garantia de
depésitos y sus decretos de delegacion y de ejecucion, la Directiva de 15 de
mayo de 2014 por la que se establece un marco para la reestructuracion y la
resolucion de entidades de crédito y empresas de servicios de inversion, el
Mecanismo Unico de Resolucién por el que se establecen el Consejo Unico
de Resolucion y el Fondo Unico de Resolucion;

— la Norma Definitiva (Final Rule) de la Reserva Federal de EE.UU. que
impone normas prudenciales mas rigidas para las transacciones en EE.UU.
de grandes bancos extranjeros, en concreto la obligacion de crear una
sociedad de cartera intermediaria separada en EE.UU. (capitalizada y sujeta
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a regulacion) para albergar sus filiales de EE.UU.;

— las nuevas normas para la regulacion de actividades extrabursatiles con
derivados de acuerdo con el Titulo VII de la Ley Dodd-Frank de Reforma de

— la nueva Directiva sobre Mercados de Instrumentos Financieros ("MiFID") y
el Reglamento de Mercados de Instrumentos Financieros ("MIiFIR"), y la
normativa europea que regula la liquidaciéon de determinados productos
derivados extrabursatiles por contrapartes centralizadas y la divulgaciéon de
valores de financiacion de transacciones a organismos centralizados.

— el Reglamento General de Proteccion de Datos («<RGPD») que entré en vigor
el 25 de mayo de 2018, con lo que se producird un avance en el marco
europeo de confidencialidad de datos y una mejora en la proteccién de datos
personales dentro de la Unién Europea. Las empresas corren el riesgo de
incurrir en graves sanciones si no cumplen con las normas establecidas por
el RGPD. Este Reglamento es aplicable a todos los bancos que presten
servicios a ciudadanos europeos; y

— la finalizacién de Basilea 3 publicada por el comité de Basilea en diciembre
de 2017, por la cual se introdujo una revision de la medicion del riesgo de
crédito, del riesgo operativo y del ajuste de valoracién por riesgo de crédito
(credit valuation adjustment, «<CVA») para el calculo de activos ponderados
en funcion del riesgo. Se espera que estas medidas entren en vigor en enero
de 2022 y que estén sujetas a un limite minimo de rendimiento (sobre la
base de métodos normalizados), que se aplicara gradualmente a partir de
2022 y alcanzara su nivel definitivo en 2027.

Asimismo, en el contexto normativo actual mas estricto, el riesgo de incumplimiento
de la legislaciéon y normativa existentes, en especial aquellas relativas a la proteccion
de los intereses de los clientes, supone un riesgo significativo para el sector bancario,
que puede dar lugar a pérdidas y sanciones sustanciales. Ademas de su sistema de
cumplimiento, que cubre especificamente este tipo de riesgo, el Grupo sitda el interés
de sus clientes y, de manera mas general, el de sus accionistas en el centro de sus
valores. El nuevo Cadigo de conducta adoptado por el Grupo en 2016 establece de
forma detallada valores y normas de conducta en este ambito.

Ciberseguridad y riesgo tecnolégico

La capacidad de BNPP para realizar actividades comerciales esta intrinsecamente
asociada a la fluidez de las transacciones electronicas, asi como a la proteccion y la
seguridad de los activos informativos y tecnoldgicos.

La evolucion tecnolégica se esta acelerando con la transformacion digital y el
consiguiente aumento del niumero de circuitos de comunicaciones, la proliferacion de
fuentes de informacién, la creciente automatizacion de procesos y el mayor uso de
transacciones bancarias electronicas.

El progreso y la aceleracion de la evolucion tecnolégica estan ofreciendo a los
ciberdelincuentes nuevas opciones para alterar, robar y divulgar la informacion. El
numero de ataques va en aumento, presentando un alcance y sofisticacion mayores
en todos los sectores, incluidos los servicios financieros.

La externalizacion de un niumero cada vez mayor de procesos también expone al
Grupo BNP Paribas a riesgos relativos a la ciberseguridad y la tecnologia, los cuales
suponen la aparicion de posibles vectores de ataques que pueden ser explotados por
los ciberdelincuentes.

Por consiguiente, el Grupo BNP Paribas ha establecido una segunda linea de
defensa dentro de la funcién de riesgo con la creacion del departamento Risk ORC
ICT, dedicado a la gestion de los riesgos relativos a la ciberseguridad y la tecnologia.
Por tanto, las normas se adaptan periédicamente con el fin de apoyar la evolucion
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digital y la innovacion de BNPP, a la vez que se gestionan las amenazas ya
existentes y emergentes (ciberdelitos, espionaje, etc.).

Los compradores potenciales de Valores emitidos en virtud del presente Folleto de
Base deben tener experiencia en relacion con las opciones y las transacciones con
opciones, y deben comprender los riesgos de las transacciones con Valores. Toda
inversion en Valores presenta determinados riesgos que deben tenerse en cuenta
antes de tomar cualquier decision de inversion. Ciertos riesgos pueden afectar a la
capacidad del Emisor para cumplir sus obligaciones derivadas de los Valores o a la
capacidad del Garante de cumplir sus obligaciones derivadas de la Garantia (en el
caso de los Valores emitidos por BNPP B.V.), algunos de las cuales escapan a su
control. En concreto, el Emisor (y el Garante, en el caso de los Valores emitidos por
BNPP B.V.), junto con el Grupo BNPP, esta expuesto a los riesgos asociados a sus
actividades, segun se describen a continuacion:

Emisor

Los principales riesgos descritos anteriormente en relacion con BNPP también
representan los riesgos principales para BNPP B.V., ya sea como entidad individual o
como sociedad del Grupo BNPP.

Riesgo de Dependencia

BNPP B.V. es una entidad operativa. Los activos de BNPP B.V. se componen de
obligaciones de otras entidades del Grupo BNPP. La capacidad de BNPP B.V. de
cumplir sus propias obligaciones dependera de la capacidad de otras entidades del
Grupo BNPP de cumplir las suyas. Con respecto a los valores que emite BNPP B.V.,
su capacidad para cumplir sus obligaciones en relacion con dichos valores depende
de la recepcion por su parte de pagos que le son debidos a través de ciertos
contratos de cobertura que celebra con otras entidades del Grupo BNPP.

Para atenuar esta
exposicion, BNPP B.V. celebré contratos de compensacion con su matriz y otras
entidades del Grupo BNPP. El riesgo restante asciende a 1,8 millones EUR a 31 de
diciembre de 2017.

Garante

Existen ciertos factores que pueden afectar a la capacidad de BNPP para cumplir con
sus obligaciones derivadas de los Valores emitidos al amparo del presente Folleto de
Base y las obligaciones del Garante derivadas de la Garantia.

Tal como se define en el Documento de Registro de 2017 (en inglés) y en el Informe
Financiero Anual de BNPP, ocho categorias principales de riesgo son inherentes a las
actividades de BNPP:

(1) Riesgo de crédito: - El riesgo de crédito es la consecuencia derivada de la
probabilidad de que un prestatario o una contraparte no cumpla sus
obligaciones de acuerdo con las condiciones acordadas. La probabilidad de

Titulizacion en la Cartera Bancaria: - La titulizacidon es una operacién o
mecanismo mediante los cuales el riesgo de crédito asociado a una
exposicion o conjunto de exposiciones se divide en tramos y que presenta
las siguientes caracteristicas:

- los pagos realizados en relacion con la transaccion o el plan
dependen de la rentabilidad de la exposicion o el conjunto de
exposiciones;

- la subordinacién de tramos determina la distribucién de las
pérdidas mientras exista la transferencia de riesgo.

Todo compromiso (incluidos derivados y lineas de liquidez) otorgado a una
operacion de titulizacién debe considerarse como una exposicion a
titulizacion. La mayoria de estos compromisos se recogen en la cartera
bancaria de prudencia;

Riesgo de impago de la contraparte: - El riesgo de impago de la
contraparte es la traduccion del riesgo de crédito inherente a las
transacciones financieras, las inversiones y/o las operaciones de
liquidacion entre las contrapartes. Estas transacciones comprenden
contratos bilaterales tales como contratos de derivados extrabursatiles
("OTC".por sus siglas en inglés) y contratos liquidados mediante camaras
de compensacion. La magnitud de este riesgo puede variar con el paso del
tiempo en consonancia con el cambio en los parametros de mercado que
afecten al valor de sustitucién de las correspondientes transacciones;

El riesgo de la contraparte reside en el supuesto de que una contraparte
incumpla sus obligaciones de pagar a BNPP el valor presente total de los
flujos relativos a una transaccion o a una cartera para la que a BNPP no
sea un receptor neto. El riesgo de crédito (o riesgo de impago) de la
contraparte también esta asociado al coste de sustitucion de un derivado o
una cartera en el supuesto de un impago de la contraparte. Por tanto,
puede considerarse como un riesgo de mercado en caso de un impago o
un riesgo contingente.

Riesgo de Mercado: - el riesgo de mercado es el riesgo de sufrir una
pérdida de valor derivada de tendencias adversas en los precios o los
parametros del mercado, ya sea observable directamente o no.

Los parametros de mercado observables incluyen, entre otros, tipos de
cambio, precios de valores y materias primas (ya sean cotizados u
obtenidos por referencia a un activo similar), precios de derivados y otros
parametros que se pueden inferir directamente de ellos, como tipos de
interés, diferenciales de crédito, volatilidades y correlaciones implicitas u
otros parametros similares.

Los factores no observables son los que se basan en hipétesis, como
parametros recogidos en modelos o basados en andlisis estadisticos o
economicos, no verificables en el mercado.

En las carteras de negociacidon de renta fija, los instrumentos de crédito se
valoran sobre la base de los rendimientos de los bonos y los diferenciales
de crédito, que representan parametros de mercado del mismo modo que
los tipos de interés o los tipos de cambio.

La liquidez es un componente importante del riesgo de mercado. En

Esto puede suceder, por ejemplo, debido a bajos
volumenes de transaccion, restricciones legales o un acusado desequilibrio
entre la oferta y la demanda de determinados activos.

El riesgo de mercado relacionado con las actividades bancarias comprende
los riesgos de tipo de cambio derivados de las actividades de
intermediacion bancaria.

Riesgo de liquidez: - El riesgo de liquidez es el riesgo de que el BNPP no
sea capaz de cumplir con sus compromisos o de revertir o liquidar una
posicion debido a la situacion del mercado o a factores idiosincrasicos (es
decir, especificos de BNP Paribas), dentro de un plazo determinado y a un
coste razonable.

El riesgo de liquidez refleja el riesgo de que el Grupo BNPP sea incapaz de
satisfacer los requisitos actuales o futuros, tanto previstos como
imprevistos, de efectivo o de garantias, en todos los plazos temporales
desde corto hasta largo plazo.

deliberada, accidental o naturalesnatural. La gestion del riesgo operativo se
basa en un andlisis de la cadena "causa - acontecimiento - efecto".

Los procesos internos que generan riesgo operativo pueden estar
relacionados con empleados y/o sistemas informaticos. Los
acontecimientos externos incluyen, entre otras cosas, inundaciones,
incendios, terremotos y atentados terroristas. Los supuestos de crédito o
de mercado, como los impagos o las fluctuaciones de valor, no se incluyen
en la categoria de riesgo operativo.

El riesgo operativo engloba fraude, riesgos de recursos humanos, riesgos

Por definicion, este riesgo es una subcategoria del riesgo operativo. Sin
embargo, puesto que determinadas implicaciones del riesgo de
cumplimiento normativo conllevan mas que una pérdida financiera y, de
hecho, pueden dafiar la reputacion de la institucion, BNPP trata el riesgo
de cumplimiento normativo por separado.

El riesgo reputacional es el riesgo de que resulte dafiada la confianza
depositada en una sociedad por sus clientes, contrapartes, proveedores,
empleados, accionistas, supervisores y otras partes interesadas cuya
confianza es un factor esencial para que la sociedad lleve a cabo sus
operaciones diarias.

El riesgo de reputacion esté principalmente supeditado a todos los demas
riesgos asumidos por BNPP, concretamente la materializaciéon potencial de
un riesgo de crédito o de mercado, o un riesgo operativo, asi como una
violacion del cédigo de conducta del Grupo.

Riesgos de seguro: BNP Paribas Cardif esta expuesta a los siguientes
riesgos:

- riesgo de suscripcion: el riesgo de suscripcion es el riesgo de que
se produzca una pérdida financiera provocada por un aumento
repentino e inesperado de las reclamaciones de indemnizacion de
seguro.

Trend information

Macroeconomic environment

Macroeconomic and market conditions affect BNPP's results. The nature of BNPP's
business makes it particularly sensitive to macroeconomic and market conditions in
Europe, which have been at times challenging and volatile in recent years.

In 2017, global growth increased to about 3.5%, reflecting an improvement in all
geographic regions. In the large developed countries, this increase in activity is
leading to a tightening of, or a tapering of accommodating monetary policy. However,
with inflation levels still very moderate, the central banks are able to manage this
transition very gradually, without compromising the economic outlook. The IMF
expects worldwide growth to strengthen further in 2018 and has revised its forecast
from +3.6% to +3.7%: the slight slowing down expected in the advanced economies
should be more than offset by the forecast improvement in the emerging economies
(driven by the recovery in Latin America and the Middle East, and despite the
structural lower pace of economic growth in China).

In this context, the following two risk categories can be identified:
Risks of financial instability due to the conduct of monetary policies

Two risks should be emphasised: a sharp increase in interest rates and the current
very accommodating monetary policy being maintained for too long.

On the one hand, the continued tightening of monetary policy in the United States
(which started in 2015) and the less-accommodating monetary policy in the euro zone
(a planned reduction in assets purchases starting in January 2018) involve risks of
financial turbulence. The risk of an inadequately controlled rise in long-term interest
rates may in particular be emphasised, under the scenario of an unexpected increase
in inflation or an unanticipated tightening of monetary policies. If this risk materialises,
it could have negative consequences on the asset markets, particularly those for
which risk premiums are extremely low compared to their historic average, following a
decade of accommodating monetary policies (credit to non-investment grade
corporates or countries, certain sectors of the equity markets, real estate, etc.)

On the other hand, despite the upturn since mid-2016, interest rates remain low, which
may continue to encourage excessive risk-taking among some players in the financial
systemmarket participants: increased lengthening maturities of financings and assets
held, less stringent credit policy for granting loans, and an increase in leveraged
financings. Some players of these participants (insurance companies, pension funds,
asset managers, etc.) entail have an increasingly systemic dimension and in the event
of market turbulence (linked for instance example to a sudden sharp rise in interest
rates and/or a sharp price correction) they may decide could be brought to unwind
large positions in an environment of relatively weak market liquidity.

Systemic risks related to increased debt

Macroeconomically, the impact of a rate increase could be significant for countries
with high public and/or private debt-to-GDP. This is particularly the case for the United
States and certain European countries (in particular Greece, Italy, and Portugal),
which are posting public debt-to-GDP ratios often above 100% but also for emerging
countries.

Between 2008 and 2017, the latter recorded a marked increase in their debt, including
foreign currency debt owed to foreign creditors. The private sector was the main
source of the increase in this debt, but also the public sector to a lesser extent,
particularly in Africa. These countries are particularly vulnerable to the prospect of a
tightening in monetary policies in the advanced economies. Capital outflows could
weigh on exchange rates, increase the costs of servicing that debt, import inflation,
and cause the emerging countries' central banks to tighten their credit conditions. This
would bring about a reduction in forecast economic growth, possible downgrades of
sovereign ratings, and an increase in risks for the banks. While the exposure of the
BNP Paribas Group to emerging countries is limited, the vulnerability of these
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Title

economies may generate disruptions in the global financial system that could affect
the Group and potentially alter its results.

It should be noted that debt-related risk could materialise, not only in the event of a
sharp rise in interest rates, but also with any negative growth shocks.

Laws and regulations applicable to financial institutions

Recent and future changes in the laws and regulations applicable to financial
institutions may have a significant impact on BNPP. Measures that were recently
adopted or which are (or whose application measures are) still in draft format, that
have or are likely to have an impact on BNPP notably include:

- the structural reforms comprising the French banking law of 26 July 2013
requiring that banks create subsidiaries for or segregate "speculative"
proprietary operations from their traditional retail banking activities, the
"Volcker rule" in the US which restricts proprietary transactions, sponsorship
and investment in private equity funds and hedge funds by US and foreign
banks, and upcoming potential changes in Europe;

— regulations governing capital: the Capital Requirements Directive IV ("CRD
4")/the Capital Requirements Regulation ("CRR"), the international standard
for total-loss absorbing capacity ("TLAC") and BNPP's designation as a
financial institution that is of systemic importance by the Financial Stability
Board;

— the European Single Supervisory Mechanism and the ordinance of 6
November 2014;

— the Directive of 16 April 2014 related to deposit guarantee systems and its
delegation and implementing Decrees, the Directive of 15 May 2014
establishing a Bank Recovery and Resolution framework, the Single
Resolution Mechanism establishing the Single Resolution Council and the
Single Resolution Fund;

- the Final Rule by the US Federal Reserve imposing tighter prudential rules
on the US transactions of large foreign banks, notably the obligation to create
a separate intermediary holding company in the US (capitalised and subject
to regulation) to house their US subsidiaries;

— the new rules for the regulation of over-the-counter derivative activities
pursuant to Title VII of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer
Protection Act, notably margin requirements for uncleared derivative products
and the derivatives of securities traded by swap dealers, major swap
participants, security-based swap dealers and major security-based swap
participants, and the rules of the US Securities and Exchange Commission
which require the registration of banks and major swap participants active on
derivatives markets and transparency and reporting on derivative
transactions;

— the new Markets in Financial Instruments Directive ("MiFID") and Markets in
Financial Instruments Regulation ("MiFIR"), and European regulations
governing the clearing of certain over-the-counter derivative products by
centralised counterparties and the disclosure of securities financing
transactions to centralised bodies.

— the General Data Protection Regulation ("GDPR") that became effective on
25 May 2018, moving the European data confidentiality environment forward
and improving personal data protection within the European Union.
Businesses run the risk of severe penalties if they do not comply with the
standards set by the GDPR. This Regulation applies to all banks providing
services to European citizens; and

— the finalisation of Basel 3 published by the Basel commitiee in December
2017, introducing a revision to the measurement of credit risk, operational
risk and credit valuation adjustment ("CVA") risk for the calculation of risk-
weighted assets. These measures are expected to come into effect in
January 2022 and will be subject to an output floor (based on standardised
approaches), which will be gradually applied as of 2022 and reach its final
level in 2027.

Moreover, in today's tougher regulatory context, the risk of non-compliance with
existing laws and regulations, in particular those relating to the protection of the
interests of customers, is a significant risk for the banking industry, potentially resulting
in significant losses and fines.

Cyber security and technology risk

BNPP's ability to do business is intrinsically tied to the fluidity of electronic transactions
as well as the protection and security of information and technology assets.

The technological change is accelerating with the digital transformation and the
resulting increase in the number of communications circuits, proliferation in data
sources, growing process automation, and greater use of electronic banking
transactions.

The progress and acceleration of technological change are giving cybercriminals new
options for altering, stealing, and disclosing data. The number of attacks is increasing,
with a greater reach and sophistication in all sectors, including financial services.

The outsourcing of a growing number of processes also exposes the Group to
structural cyber security and technology risks leading to the appearance of potential
attack vectors that cybercriminals can exploit.

Accordingly, the Group has set up a second line of defence within the Risk Function
with the creation of the Risk ORC ICT Team dedicated to managing cyber security
and technology risk. Thus, standards are regularly adapted to support the Bank's
digital evolution and innovation while managing existing and emerging threats (such
as cyber-crime, espionage, etc.).

Key risks regarding
the Issuer and the
Guarantor

Prospective purchasers of the Securities should be experienced with respect to
options and options transactions and should understand the risks of transactions
involving the Securities. An investment in the Securities presents certain risks that
should be taken into account before any investment decision is made. Certain risks
may affect the Issuer's ability to fulfil its obligations under the Securities or the
Guarantor's ability to perform its obligations under the Guarantee (in the case of
Securities issued by BNPP B.V.), some of which are beyond its control. In particular,
the Issuer (and the Guarantor, in the case of Securities issued by BNPP B.V.),
together with the BNPP Group, are exposed to the risks associated with its activities,
as described below:

Issuer

The main risks described above in relation to BNPP also represent the main risks for
BNPP B.V., either as an individual entity or a company in the BNPP Group.

Dependency Risk

BNPP B.V. is an operating company. The assets of BNPP B.V. consist of the
obligations of other BNPP Group entities. The ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its own
obligations will depend on the ability of other BNPP Group entities to fulfil their
obligations. In respect of securities it issues, the ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its
obligations under such securities depends on the receipt by it of payments under
certain hedging agreements that it enters with other BNPP Group entities.
Consequently, Holders of BNPP B.V. securities will, subject to the provisions of the
Guarantee issued by BNPP, be exposed to the ability of BNPP Group entities to
perform their obligations under such hedging agreements.

Credit Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant concentration of credit risks as all OTC contracts, optionand
swap agreements are acquired from its parent company and other BNPP Group
entitiesand such credit risks amount to EUR 50.8 billion as at 31 December 2017.

Liquidity Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant liquidity risk exposure. To mitigate this exposure, BNPP
B.V. entered into netting agreements with its parent company and other BNPP Group
entities. The remaining risk amounts to EUR 1.8 million as at 31 December 2017.

Guarantor

There are certain factors that may affect BNPP's ability to fulfil its obligations under the
Securities issued under this Base Prospectus and the Guarantor's obligations under
the Guarantee.

As defined in BNPP's 2017 Registration Document (in English) and Annual Financial
Report, eight main categories of risk are inherent in BNPP's activities:

(1) Credit Risk - Credit risk is the consequence resulting from the likelihood that
a borrower or counterparty will fail to meet its obligations in accordance with
agreed terms. The probability of default and the expected recovery on the
loan or receivable in the event of default are key components of the credit
quality assessment;

(2) Securitisation in the banking book - Securitisation means a transaction or
scheme, whereby the credit risk associated with an exposure or pool of
exposures is tranched, having the following characteristics:

- payments made in the transaction or scheme are dependent upon

the performance of the exposure or pool of exposures;

- the subordination of tranches determines the distribution of losses
during the life of the risk transfer.

Any commitment (including derivatives and liquidity lines) granted to a
securitisation operation must be treated as a securitisation exposure. Most
of these commitments are held in the prudential banking book;

Counterparty Credit Risk - Counterparty credit risk is the translation of the
credit risk embedded in financial transactions, investments and/or
settlement transactions between counterparties. Those transactions include
bilateral contracts such as over-the-counter ("OTC") derivatives contracts
as well as contracts settled through clearing houses. The amount of this risk
may vary over time in line with changing market parameters which then
impacts the replacement value of the relevant transactions

Counterparty risk lies in the event that a counterparty defaults on its
obligations to pay BNPP the full present value of the flows relating to a
transaction or a portfolio for which BNPP is a net receiver. Counterparty
credit risk is also linked to the replacement cost of a derivative or portfolio in
the event of counterparty default. Hence, it can be seen as a market risk in
case of default or a contingent risk.

Market Risk - Market risk is the risk of incurring a loss of value due to
adverse trends in market prices or parameters, whether directly observable
or not.

Observable market parameters include, but are not limited to, exchange
rates, prices of securities and commodities (whether listed or obtained by
reference to a similar asset), prices of derivatives, and other parameters
that can be directly inferred from them, such as interest rates, credit
spreads, volatilities and implied correlations or other similar parameters.

Non-observable factors are those based on working assumptions such as
parameters contained in models or based on statistical or economic
analyses, non-ascertainable in the market.

In fixed income trading books, credit instruments are valued on the basis of
bond yields and credit spreads, which represent market parameters in the
same way as interest rates or foreign exchange rates. The credit risk arising
on the issuer of the debt instrument is therefore a component of market risk
known as issuer risk.

Liquidity is an important component of market risk. In times of limited or no
liquidity, instruments or goods may not be tradable or may not be tradable
at their estimated value. This may arise, for example, due to low transaction
volumes, legal restrictions or a strong imbalance between demand and
supply for certain assets.

The market risk related to banking activities encompasses the interest rate
and foreign exchange risks stemming from banking intermediation activities;

Liquidity Risk - Liquidity risk is the risk that BNPP will not be able to honour
its commitments or unwind or settle a position due to the market
environment or idiosyncratic factors (i.e. specific to BNP Paribas), within a
given timeframe and at a reasonable cost.

Liquidity risk reflects the risk of the BNPP Group being unable to fulfil
current or future foreseen or unforeseen cash or collateral requirements,
across all time horizons, from the short to the long term

This risk may stem from the reduction in funding sources, draw down of
funding commitments, a reduction in the liquidity of certain assets, or an
increase in cash or collateral margin calls. It may be related to the bank
itself (reputation risk) or to external factors (risks in some markets).

The BNPP Group's liquidity risk is managed under a global liquidity policy
approved by the Group's ALM Committee. This policy is based on
management principles designed to apply both in normal conditions and in
a liquidity crisis. The Group's liquidity position is assessed on the basis of
internal indicators and regulatory ratios.

Operational Risk - Operational risk is the risk of incurring a loss due to
inadequate or failed internal processes, or due to external events, whether
deliberate, accidental or natural occurrences. Management of operational
risk is based on an analysis of the "cause - event - effect" chain.

Internal processes giving rise to operational risk may involve employees
and/or IT systems. External events include, but are not limited to floods,
fire, earthquakes and terrorist attacks. Credit or market events such as
default or fluctuations in value do not fall within the scope of operational
risk.

Operational risk encompasses fraud, human resources risks, legal risks,
non-compliance risks, tax risks, information system risks, conduct risks
(risks related to the provision of inappropriate financial services), risk
related to failures in operating processes, including loan procedures or
model risks, as well as any potential financial implications resulting from the
management of reputation risks;

Compliance and Reputation Risk - Compliance risk is defined in French
regulations as the risk of legal, administrative or disciplinary sanctions, of
significant financial loss or reputational damage that a bank may suffer as a
result of failure to comply with national or European laws and regulations,
codes of conduct and standards of good practice applicable to banking and
financial activities, or instructions given by an executive body, particularly in
application of guidelines issued by a supervisory body.

By definition, this risk is a sub-category of operational risk. However, as
certain implications of compliance risk involve more than a purely financial
loss and may actually damage the institution's reputation, BNPP treats
compliance risk separately.

Reputation risk is the risk of damaging the trust placed in a corporation by
its customers, counterparties, suppliers, employees, shareholders,
supervisors and any other stakeholder whose trust is an essential condition
for the corporation to carry out its day-to-day operations.

Reputation risk is primarily contingent on all the other risks borne by BNPP,
specifically the potential materialisation of a credit or market risk, or an
operational risk, as well as a violation of the Group[s code of conduct;

Insurance Risks - BNP Paribas Cardif is exposed to the following risks:

- underwriting risk: underwriting risk is the risk of a financial loss
caused by a sudden, unexpected increase in insurance claims.
Depending on the type of insurance business (life, non-life), this
risk may be statistical, macroeconomic or behavioural, or may be
related to public health issues or disasters;

- market risk: market risk is the risk of a financial loss arising from
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Risks

adverse movements of financial markets. These adverse
movements are notably reflected in price fluctuations (foreign
exchange rates, bonds, equities and commodities, derivatives,
real estate, etc.) and derived from fluctuations in interest rates,
credit spreads, volatilities and correlations;

- credit risk: credit risk is the risk of loss or adverse change in the
financial situation resulting from fluctuations in the credit standing
of issuers of securities, counterparties and any debtors to which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group is exposed. Among the debtors,
risks related to financial instruments (including the banks in which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group holds deposits) and risks related to
receivables generated by the underwriting activities (premium
collection, reinsurance recovering, etc.) are divided into two
categories: assets credit risk and liabilities credit risk;

- liquidity risk: liquidity risk is the risk of being unable to fulfil current
or future foreseen or unforeseen cash requirements coming from
insurance commitments to policyholders, because of an inability to
sell assets in a timely manner; and

- operational risk: operational risk is the risk of loss resulting from
the inadequacy or failure of internal processes, IT failures or
external events, whether accidental or natural. These external
events mentioned in this definition include those of human or
natural origin.

Difficult market and economic conditions have in the past had and may in
the future have a material adverse effect on the operating environment for
financial institutions and hence on BNPPs financial condition, results of
operations and cost of risk.

BNPP may incur substantial fines and other administrative and criminal
penalties for non-compliance with applicable laws and regulations, and may
also incur losses in related (or unrelated) litigation with private parties.

There are risks related to the implementation of BNPPs strategic plans
and commitment to environmental responsibility.

BNPP may experience difficulties integrating acquired companies and may
be unable to realise the benefits expected from its acquisitions.

Intense competition by banking and non-banking operators could adversely
affect BNPP's revenues and profitability.

A substantial increase in new provisions or a shortfall in the level of
previously recorded provisions could adversely affect BNPP's results of
operations and financial condition.

BNPP's risk management policies, procedures and methods, may leave it
exposed to unidentified or unanticipated risks, which could lead to material
losses.

BNPP's hedging strategies may not prevent losses.

Adjustments to the carrying value of BNPP's securities and derivatives
portfolios and BNPP's own debt could have an impact on its net income and
shareholders' equity.

The expected changes in accounting principles relating to financial

Las condiciones macroeconémicas y de mercado afectan a los resultados de BNPP.
La naturaleza de la actividad llevada a cabo por el BNPP es particularmente sensible
a las condiciones macroecondmicas y de mercado en Europa, que en ocasiones han
sido dificiles y volatiles los ultimos afios.

En 2017, el crecimiento mundial aumentd hasta aproximadamente el 3,5 %, reflejando
una mejora en todas las zonas geograficas. En los grandes paises desarrollados, este
aumento de actividad esta produciendo un endurecimiento o tapering de la politica
monetaria acomodaticia. Sin embargo, los niveles de inflacion siguen siendo muy
moderados y los bancos centrales pueden gestionar esta transicion de manera muy
gradual, sin comprometer la perspectiva econémica. El FMI espera que el crecimiento
mundial se siga fortaleciendo en 2018 y ha corregido su previsién del +3,6% al
+3,7%; la ligera desaceleracion esperada en las economias avanzadas deberia verse
mas que compensada por la mejora prevista en las economias emergentes
(impulsada por la recuperacion en América Latina y Oriente Medio, y a pesar del ritmo
estructural inferior del crecimiento econdmico en China).

En ese contexto, pueden observarse las dos categorias de riesgo siguientes:
Riesgos de inestabilidad financiera debido a la aplicacién de politicas monetarias

Cabe destacar dos riesgos: un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés y un
mantenimiento durante un periodo excesivo de la actual politica monetaria muy
acomodaticia.

Por una parte, el endurecimiento constante de la politica monetaria en EE.UU. (que
empez6 en 2015) y la politica monetaria menos acomodaticia en la zona del euro
(una reduccion programada en las compras de activos que empezd en enero de
2018) implican riesgos de turbulencias financieras. Cabe destacar en especial el
riesgo de un aumento controlado de forma inadecuada en los tipos de interés a largo
plazo, en el escenario de un aumento inesperado de la inflacion o de un
endurecimiento imprevisto de las politicas monetarias. Si el riesgo se materializa,
podria tener consecuencias negativas sobre los mercados de activos, en particular
sobre aquellos para los que las primas de riesgo son extremadamente bajas en
comparacion con su media histérica, tras una década de politicas monetarias
acomodaticias (crédito a empresas o paises con calificacion crediticia especulativa,
algunos sectores de los mercados de renta variable, el sector inmobiliario, etc.).

Por otra parte, a pesar del repunte desde mediados de 2016, los tipos de interés
siguen siendo bajos, lo cual puede fomentar una asuncién de riesgos excesiva entre
algunos participantes en el mercado financiero: una prolongacién de los vencimientos
de las financiaciones y los activos poseidos, una politica menos estricta para la
concesion de créditos y un aumento de las financiaciones apalancadas. Algunos de
estos participantes (compainias de seguros, fondos de pensiones, gestores de
activos, etc.) presentan una dimension cada vez mas sistémica y, en el caso de
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Elemento

producirse turbulencias en el mercado (vinculadas, por ejemplo, a un aumento brusco
de los tipos de interés y/o a una correccidon de precios pronunciada), podrian verse
obligados a liquidar posiciones amplias en un entorno de liquidez de mercado
relativamente débil.

Riesgos sistémicos relacionados con un aumento de la deuda.

Desde el punto de vista macroeconémico, el impacto de un aumento de los tipos de
interés podria ser significativo para paises con un coeficiente elevado entre deuda
publica (o privada) y PIB. Esta es la situacién concretamente de EE.UU. y de algunos
paises europeos (en especial, Grecia, lItalia y Portugal), que suelen registrar
coeficientes de deuda publica/PIB superiores al 100 %, pero también de los paises
emergentes.

Entre 2008 y 2017, estos ultimos registraron un marcado aumento de su deuda,
incluida la deuda en moneda extranjera frente a acreedores extranjeros. El sector
privado fue la principal fuente del aumento de esta deuda, pero también lo fue en
menor medida el sector publico, especialmente en Africa. Estos paises son
particularmente vulnerables a la perspectiva de un endurecimiento de las politicas
monetarias en las economias avanzadas. Las fugas de capitales podrian afectar a los
tipos de cambio, aumentar los costes de liquidacion de esa deuda, importar inflacion y
hacer que los bancos centrales de los paises emergentes endurezcan sus
condiciones para la concesiéon de créditos. Esto conllevaria una reduccion en las
previsiones de crecimiento econdmico, posibles empeoramientos de las calificaciones
soberanas y un aumento de los riesgos para los bancos. A pesar de que la exposicion
del Grupo BNP Paribas a paises emergentes es limitada, la vulnerabilidad de estas
economias puede generar perturbaciones en el sistema financiero mundial que
podrian afectar al Grupo y alterar sus resultados.

Cabe sefialar que el riesgo relativo a la deuda podria materializarse no solo en el
supuesto de un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés, sino también con cualquier
impacto negativo sobre el crecimiento.

Legislacion y regulacion aplicables a las instituciones financieras

Los cambios recientes y futuros en la legislacion y la normativa aplicables a las
instituciones financieras pueden ejercer un impacto significativo sobre BNPP. Algunas
de las medidas que se adoptaron recientemente o que siguen (sus medidas de
aplicacion siguen) en fase de proyecto, que han influido o es probable que influyan en
BNPP, son:

— las reformas estructurales que comprenden la Ley bancaria francesa del 26

("CRD 4") / el Reglamento de requisitos de capital ("CRR"), la norma
internacional relativa a la capacidad total de absorciéon de pérdidas ("TLAC")
y la designacién de BNPP como institucion financiera de importancia
sistémica por el Consejo de Estabilidad Financiera (FSB);

- el Mecanismo Unico de Supervisién europeo y la normativa de 6 noviembre

— la Directiva de 16 de abril de 2014 relativa a los sistemas de garantia de

Asimismo, en el contexto normativo actual mas estricto, el riesgo de incumplimiento
de la legislaciéon y normativa existentes, en especial aquellas relativas a la proteccion
de los intereses de los clientes, supone un riesgo significativo para el sector bancario,
que puede dar lugar a pérdidas y sanciones sustanciales.

deliberada, accidental o naturalesnatural. La gestion del riesgo operativo se
basa en un andlisis de la cadena "causa - acontecimiento - efecto".

Los procesos internos que generan riesgo operativo pueden estar
relacionados con empleados y/o sistemas informaticos. Los
acontecimientos externos incluyen, entre otras cosas, inundaciones,
incendios, terremotos y atentados terroristas. Los supuestos de crédito o
de mercado, como los impagos o las fluctuaciones de valor, no se incluyen
en la categoria de riesgo operativo.

El riesgo operativo engloba fraude, riesgos de recursos humanos, riesgos
legales, riesgos de incumplimiento normativo, riesgos fiscales, riesgos de
sistemas de informacion, riesgos de conducta (riesgos asociados a la
prestacion de servicios financieros inapropiados), riesgos relacionados con
fallos en procesos operativos (incluidos procedimientos de préstamo) o
riesgos de modelo, asi como cualesquiera otras implicaciones financieras
derivadas de la gestion del riesgo de reputacion;

considerablessignificativos que un banco puede sufrir comoa consecuencia
de incumplir leyes o reglamentos,un incumplimiento de la legislacién y
normativa nacional o europea, asi como de los codigos de conducta oy
normas en materia de nuevasbuenas practicas, nacionales o europeos,
aplicables a las actividades bancarias y financieras, o las instrucciones
dictadasfacilitadas por un 6rgano ejecutivo, en especialespecialmente en

Por definicion, este riesgo es una subcategoria del riesgo operativo. Sin
embargo, puesto que determinadas implicaciones del riesgo de
cumplimiento normativo conllevan mas que una pérdida financiera y, de
hecho, pueden dafiar la reputacion de la institucion, BNPP trata el riesgo
de cumplimiento normativo por separado.

El riesgo reputacional es el riesgo de que resulte dafiada la confianza
depositada en una sociedad por sus clientes, contrapartes, proveedores,
empleados, accionistas, supervisores y otras partes interesadas cuya
confianza es un factor esencial para que la sociedad lleve a cabo sus
operaciones diarias.

Trend information

Macroeconomic environment

Macroeconomic and market conditions affect BNPP's results. The nature of BNPP's
business makes it particularly sensitive to macroeconomic and market conditions in
Europe, which have been at times challenging and volatile in recent years.

In 2017, global growth increased to about 3.5%, reflecting an improvement in all
geographic regions. In the large developed countries, this increase in activity is
leading to a tightening of, or a tapering of accommodating monetary policy. However,
with inflation levels still very moderate, the central banks are able to manage this
transition very gradually, without compromising the economic outlook. The IMF
expects worldwide growth to strengthen further in 2018 and has revised its forecast
from +3.6% to +3.7%: the slight slowing down expected in the advanced economies
should be more than offset by the forecast improvement in the emerging economies
(driven by the recovery in Latin America and the Middle East, and despite the
structural lower pace of economic growth in China).

In this context, the following two risk categories can be identified:
Risks of financial instability due to the conduct of monetary policies

Two risks should be emphasised: a sharp increase in interest rates and the current
very accommodating monetary policy being maintained for too long.

On the one hand, the continued tightening of monetary policy in the United States
(which started in 2015) and the less-accommodating monetary policy in the euro zone
(a planned reduction in assets purchases starting in January 2018) involve risks of
financial turbulence. The risk of an inadequately controlled rise in long-term interest
rates may in particular be emphasised, under the scenario of an unexpected increase
in inflation or an unanticipated tightening of monetary policies. If this risk materialises,
it could have negative consequences on the asset markets, particularly those for
which risk premiums are extremely low compared to their historic average, following a
decade of accommodating monetary policies (credit to non-investment grade
corporates or countries, certain sectors of the equity markets, real estate, etc.)

On the other hand, despite the upturn since mid-2016, interest rates remain low, which
may continue to encourage excessive risk-taking among some players in the financial
systemmarket participants: increased lengthening maturities of financings and assets
held, less stringent credit policy for granting loans, and an increase in leveraged
financings. Some players of these participants (insurance companies, pension funds,
asset managers, etc.) entail have an increasingly systemic dimension and in the event
of market turbulence (linked for instance example to a sudden sharp rise in interest
rates and/or a sharp price correction) they may decide could be brought to unwind
large positions in an environment of relatively weak market liquidity.

Systemic risks related to increased debt

Macroeconomically, the impact of a rate increase could be significant for countries
with high public and/or private debt-to-GDP. This is particularly the case for the United
States and certain European countries (in particular Greece, Italy, and Portugal),
which are posting public debt-to-GDP ratios often above 100% but also for emerging
countries.

Between 2008 and 2017, the latter recorded a marked increase in their debt, including
foreign currency debt owed to foreign creditors. The private sector was the main
source of the increase in this debt, but also the public sector to a lesser extent,
particularly in Africa. These countries are particularly vulnerable to the prospect of a
tightening in monetary policies in the advanced economies. Capital outflows could
weigh on exchange rates, increase the costs of servicing that debt, import inflation,
and cause the emerging countries' central banks to tighten their credit conditions. This
would bring about a reduction in forecast economic growth, possible downgrades of
sovereign ratings, and an increase in risks for the banks. While the exposure of the
BNP Paribas Group to emerging countries is limited, the vulnerability of these

economies may generate disruptions in the global financial system that could affect
the Group and potentially alter its results.

It should be noted that debt-related risk could materialise, not only in the event of a
sharp rise in interest rates, but also with any negative growth shocks.

Laws and regulations applicable to financial institutions

Recent and future changes in the laws and regulations applicable to financial
institutions may have a significant impact on BNPP. Measures that were recently
adopted or which are (or whose application measures are) still in draft format, that
have or are likely to have an impact on BNPP notably include:

- the structural reforms comprising the French banking law of 26 July 2013
requiring that banks create subsidiaries for or segregate "speculative"
proprietary operations from their traditional retail banking activities, the
"Volcker rule" in the US which restricts proprietary transactions, sponsorship
and investment in private equity funds and hedge funds by US and foreign
banks, and upcoming potential changes in Europe;

— regulations governing capital: the Capital Requirements Directive IV ("CRD
4")/the Capital Requirements Regulation ("CRR"), the international standard
for total-loss absorbing capacity ("TLAC") and BNPP's designation as a
financial institution that is of systemic importance by the Financial Stability
Board;

— the European Single Supervisory Mechanism and the ordinance of 6
November 2014;

— the Directive of 16 April 2014 related to deposit guarantee systems and its
delegation and implementing Decrees, the Directive of 15 May 2014
establishing a Bank Recovery and Resolution framework, the Single
Resolution Mechanism establishing the Single Resolution Council and the
Single Resolution Fund;

- the Final Rule by the US Federal Reserve imposing tighter prudential rules
on the US transactions of large foreign banks, notably the obligation to create
a separate intermediary holding company in the US (capitalised and subject
to regulation) to house their US subsidiaries;

— the new rules for the regulation of over-the-counter derivative activities
pursuant to Title VII of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer
Protection Act, notably margin requirements for uncleared derivative products
and the derivatives of securities traded by swap dealers, major swap
participants, security-based swap dealers and major security-based swap
participants, and the rules of the US Securities and Exchange Commission
which require the registration of banks and major swap participants active on
derivatives markets and transparency and reporting on derivative
transactions;

— the new Markets in Financial Instruments Directive ("MiFID") and Markets in
Financial Instruments Regulation ("MiFIR"), and European regulations
governing the clearing of certain over-the-counter derivative products by
centralised counterparties and the disclosure of securities financing
transactions to centralised bodies.

— the General Data Protection Regulation ("GDPR") that became effective on
25 May 2018, moving the European data confidentiality environment forward
and improving personal data protection within the European Union.
Businesses run the risk of severe penalties if they do not comply with the
standards set by the GDPR. This Regulation applies to all banks providing
services to European citizens; and
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— the finalisation of Basel 3 published by the Basel commitiee in December
2017, introducing a revision to the measurement of credit risk, operational
risk and credit valuation adjustment ("CVA") risk for the calculation of risk-
weighted assets. These measures are expected to come into effect in
January 2022 and will be subject to an output floor (based on standardised
approaches), which will be gradually applied as of 2022 and reach its final
level in 2027.

Moreover, in today's tougher regulatory context, the risk of non-compliance with
existing laws and regulations, in particular those relating to the protection of the
interests of customers, is a significant risk for the banking industry, potentially resulting
in significant losses and fines. In addition to its compliance system, which specifically
covers this type of risk, the BNP Paribas Group places the interest of its customers,
and more broadly that of its stakeholders, at the heart of its values. The new Code of
conduct adopted by the BNP Paribas Group in 2016 sets out detailed values and rules
of conduct in this area.

Cyber security and technology risk

BNPP's ability to do business is intrinsically tied to the fluidity of electronic transactions
as well as the protection and security of information and technology assets.

The technological change is accelerating with the digital transformation and the
resulting increase in the number of communications circuits, proliferation in data
sources, growing process automation, and greater use of electronic banking
transactions.

The progress and acceleration of technological change are giving cybercriminals new
options for altering, stealing, and disclosing data. The number of attacks is increasing,
with a greater reach and sophistication in all sectors, including financial services.

The outsourcing of a growing number of processes also exposes the Group to
structural cyber security and technology risks leading to the appearance of potential
attack vectors that cybercriminals can exploit.

Accordingly, the Group has set up a second line of defence within the Risk Function
with the creation of the Risk ORC ICT Team dedicated to managing cyber security
and technology risk. Thus, standards are regularly adapted to support the Bank's
digital evolution and innovation while managing existing and emerging threats (such
as cyber-crime, espionage, etc.).

In particular,
the Issuer (and the Guarantor, in the case of Securities issued by BNPP B.V.),
together with the BNPP Group, are exposed to the risks associated with its activities,
as described below:

Issuer

The main risks described above in relation to BNPP also represent the main risks for
BNPP B.V., either as an individual entity or a company in the BNPP Group.

Dependency Risk

BNPP B.V. is an operating company. The assets of BNPP B.V. consist of the
obligations of other BNPP Group entities. The ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its own
obligations will depend on the ability of other BNPP Group entities to fulfil their
obligations. In respect of securities it issues, the ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its
obligations under such securities depends on the receipt by it of payments under
certain hedging agreements that it enters with other BNPP Group entities.
Consequently, Holders of BNPP B.V. securities will, subject to the provisions of the
Guarantee issued by BNPP, be exposed to the ability of BNPP Group entities to
perform their obligations under such hedging agreements.

Credit Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant concentration of credit risks as all OTC contracts, optionand
swap agreements are acquired from its parent company and other BNPP Group
entitiesand such credit risks amount to EUR 50.8 billion as at 31 December 2017.

Liquidity Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant liquidity risk exposure. To mitigate this exposure, BNPP
B.V. entered into netting agreements with its parent company and other BNPP Group
entities. The remaining risk amounts to EUR 1.8 million as at 31 December 2017.

Guarantor

There are certain factors that may affect BNPP's ability to fulfil its obligations under the
Securities issued under this Base Prospectus and the Guarantor's obligations under
the Guarantee.

As defined in BNPP's 2017 Registration Document (in English) and Annual Financial
Report, eight main categories of risk are inherent in BNPP's activities:

(1) Credit Risk - Credit risk is the consequence resulting from the likelihood that
a borrower or counterparty will fail to meet its obligations in accordance with
agreed terms. The probability of default and the expected recovery on the
loan or receivable in the event of default are key components of the credit
quality assessment;

(2) Securitisation in the banking book - Securitisation means a transaction or
scheme, whereby the credit risk associated with an exposure or pool of
exposures is tranched, having the following characteristics:

- payments made in the transaction or scheme are dependent upon

the performance of the exposure or pool of exposures;

- the subordination of tranches determines the distribution of losses
during the life of the risk transfer.

Any commitment (including derivatives and liquidity lines) granted to a
securitisation operation must be treated as a securitisation exposure. Most
of these commitments are held in the prudential banking book;

Counterparty Credit Risk - Counterparty credit risk is the translation of the
credit risk embedded in financial transactions, investments and/or
settlement transactions between counterparties. Those transactions include
bilateral contracts such as over-the-counter ("OTC") derivatives contracts
as well as contracts settled through clearing houses. The amount of this risk
may vary over time in line with changing market parameters which then
impacts the replacement value of the relevant transactions

Counterparty risk lies in the event that a counterparty defaults on its
obligations to pay BNPP the full present value of the flows relating to a
transaction or a portfolio for which BNPP is a net receiver. Counterparty
credit risk is also linked to the replacement cost of a derivative or portfolio in
the event of counterparty default. Hence, it can be seen as a market risk in
case of default or a contingent risk.

Market Risk - Market risk is the risk of incurring a loss of value due to
adverse trends in market prices or parameters, whether directly observable
or not.

Observable market parameters include, but are not limited to, exchange
rates, prices of securities and commodities (whether listed or obtained by
reference to a similar asset), prices of derivatives, and other parameters
that can be directly inferred from them, such as interest rates, credit
spreads, volatilities and implied correlations or other similar parameters.

Non-observable factors are those based on working assumptions such as
parameters contained in models or based on statistical or economic
analyses, non-ascertainable in the market.

In fixed income trading books, credit instruments are valued on the basis of
bond yields and credit spreads, which represent market parameters in the
same way as interest rates or foreign exchange rates. The credit risk arising
on the issuer of the debt instrument is therefore a component of market risk
known as issuer risk.

Liquidity is an important component of market risk. In times of limited or no
liquidity, instruments or goods may not be tradable or may not be tradable
at their estimated value. This may arise, for example, due to low transaction
volumes, legal restrictions or a strong imbalance between demand and
supply for certain assets.

The market risk related to banking activities encompasses the interest rate
and foreign exchange risks stemming from banking intermediation activities;

Liquidity Risk - Liquidity risk is the risk that BNPP will not be able to honour
its commitments or unwind or settle a position due to the market
environment or idiosyncratic factors (i.e. specific to BNP Paribas), within a
given timeframe and at a reasonable cost.

Liquidity risk reflects the risk of the BNPP Group being unable to fulfil
current or future foreseen or unforeseen cash or collateral requirements,
across all time horizons, from the short to the long term

This risk may stem from the reduction in funding sources, draw down of
funding commitments, a reduction in the liquidity of certain assets, or an
increase in cash or collateral margin calls. It may be related to the bank
itself (reputation risk) or to external factors (risks in some markets).

The BNPP Group's liquidity risk is managed under a global liquidity policy
approved by the Group's ALM Committee. This policy is based on
management principles designed to apply both in normal conditions and in
a liquidity crisis. The Group's liquidity position is assessed on the basis of
internal indicators and regulatory ratios.

Operational Risk - Operational risk is the risk of incurring a loss due to
inadequate or failed internal processes, or due to external events, whether
deliberate, accidental or natural occurrences. Management of operational
risk is based on an analysis of the "cause - event - effect" chain.

Internal processes giving rise to operational risk may involve employees
and/or IT systems. External events include, but are not limited to floods,
fire, earthquakes and terrorist attacks. Credit or market events such as
default or fluctuations in value do not fall within the scope of operational
risk.

Operational risk encompasses fraud, human resources risks, legal risks,
non-compliance risks, tax risks, information system risks, conduct risks
(risks related to the provision of inappropriate financial services), risk
related to failures in operating processes, including loan procedures or
model risks, as well as any potential financial implications resulting from the
management of reputation risks;

Compliance and Reputation Risk - Compliance risk is defined in French
regulations as the risk of legal, administrative or disciplinary sanctions, of
significant financial loss or reputational damage that a bank may suffer as a
result of failure to comply with national or European laws and regulations,
codes of conduct and standards of good practice applicable to banking and
financial activities, or instructions given by an executive body, particularly in
application of guidelines issued by a supervisory body.

By definition, this risk is a sub-category of operational risk. However, as
certain implications of compliance risk involve more than a purely financial
loss and may actually damage the institution's reputation, BNPP treats
compliance risk separately.

Reputation risk is the risk of damaging the trust placed in a corporation by
its customers, counterparties, suppliers, employees, shareholders,
supervisors and any other stakeholder whose trust is an essential condition
for the corporation to carry out its day-to-day operations.

Reputation risk is primarily contingent on all the other risks borne by BNPP,
specifically the potential materialisation of a credit or market risk, or an
operational risk, as well as a violation of the Group[s code of conduct;

Insurance Risks - BNP Paribas Cardif is exposed to the following risks:

- underwriting risk: underwriting risk is the risk of a financial loss
caused by a sudden, unexpected increase in insurance claims.
Depending on the type of insurance business (life, non-life), this
risk may be statistical, macroeconomic or behavioural, or may be
related to public health issues or disasters;

- market risk: market risk is the risk of a financial loss arising from
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Risks

adverse movements of financial markets. These adverse
movements are notably reflected in price fluctuations (foreign
exchange rates, bonds, equities and commodities, derivatives,
real estate, etc.) and derived from fluctuations in interest rates,
credit spreads, volatilities and correlations;

- credit risk: credit risk is the risk of loss or adverse change in the
financial situation resulting from fluctuations in the credit standing
of issuers of securities, counterparties and any debtors to which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group is exposed. Among the debtors,
risks related to financial instruments (including the banks in which
the BNP Paribas Cardif group holds deposits) and risks related to
receivables generated by the underwriting activities (premium
collection, reinsurance recovering, etc.) are divided into two
categories: assets credit risk and liabilities credit risk;

- liquidity risk: liquidity risk is the risk of being unable to fulfil current
or future foreseen or unforeseen cash requirements coming from
insurance commitments to policyholders, because of an inability to
sell assets in a timely manner; and

- operational risk: operational risk is the risk of loss resulting from
the inadequacy or failure of internal processes, IT failures or
external events, whether accidental or natural. These external
events mentioned in this definition include those of human or
natural origin.

This section summarises the principal risks that BNPP currently considers itself to
face. They are presented in the following categories: risks related to the
macroeconomic and market environment, regulatory risks and risks related to BNPP,
its strategy, management and operations.

Difficult market and economic conditions have in the past had and may in
the future have a material adverse effect on the operating environment for
financial institutions and hence on BNPPs financial condition, results of
operations and cost of risk.

BNPP may incur significant losses on its trading and investment activities
due to market fluctuations and volatility.

BNPP may generate lower revenues from brokerage and other commission
and fee-based businesses during market downturns.

Protracted market declines can reduce liquidity in the markets, making it
harder to sell assets and possibly leading to material losses.

Laws and regulations adopted in recent years, particularly in response to
the global financial crisis, as well as new legislative proposals, may
materially impact BNPP and the financial and economic environment in
which it operates.

BNPP is subject to extensive and evolving regulatory regimes in the
juridictions in which it operates.

BNPP may incur substantial fines and other administrative and criminal
penalties for non-compliance with applicable laws and regulations, and may
also incur losses in related (or unrelated) litigation with private parties.

There are risks related to the implementation of BNPPs strategic plans
and commitment to environmental responsibility.

BNPP may experience difficulties integrating acquired companies and may
be unable to realise the benefits expected from its acquisitions.

Intense competition by banking and non-banking operators could adversely
affect BNPP's revenues and profitability.

A substantial increase in new provisions or a shortfall in the level of
previously recorded provisions could adversely affect BNPP's results of
operations and financial condition.

BNPP's risk management policies, procedures and methods, may leave it
exposed to unidentified or unanticipated risks, which could lead to material
losses.

BNPP's hedging strategies may not prevent losses.

Adjustments to the carrying value of BNPP's securities and derivatives
portfolios and BNPP's own debt could have an impact on its net income and
shareholders' equity.

The expected changes in accounting principles relating to financial
instruments may have an impact on BNPP's balance sheet, income
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statement and regulatory capital ratios and result in additional costs.

(w) BNPP's competitive position could be harmed if its reputation is damaged.

(x) An interruption in or a breach of BNPP's information systems may result in
material losses of client or customer information, damage to BNPP's
reputation and lead to financial losses.

(y) Unforeseen external events may disrupt BNPP's operations and cause
substantial losses and additional costs.

Las condiciones macroeconémicas y de mercado afectan a los resultados de BNPP.
La naturaleza de la actividad llevada a cabo por el BNPP es particularmente sensible
a las condiciones macroecondmicas y de mercado en Europa, que en ocasiones han
sido dificiles y volatiles los ultimos afios.

En 2017, el crecimiento mundial aumentd hasta aproximadamente el 3,5 %, reflejando
una mejora en todas las zonas geograficas. En los grandes paises desarrollados, este
aumento de actividad esta produciendo un endurecimiento o tapering de la politica
monetaria acomodaticia. Sin embargo, los niveles de inflacion siguen siendo muy
moderados y los bancos centrales pueden gestionar esta transicion de manera muy
gradual, sin comprometer la perspectiva econémica. El FMI espera que el crecimiento
mundial se siga fortaleciendo en 2018 y ha corregido su previsién del +3,6% al
+3,7%; la ligera desaceleracion esperada en las economias avanzadas deberia verse
mas que compensada por la mejora prevista en las economias emergentes
(impulsada por la recuperacion en América Latina y Oriente Medio, y a pesar del ritmo
estructural inferior del crecimiento econdmico en China).

En ese contexto, pueden observarse las dos categorias de riesgo siguientes:
Riesgos de inestabilidad financiera debido a la aplicacién de politicas monetarias

Cabe destacar dos riesgos: un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés y un
mantenimiento durante un periodo excesivo de la actual politica monetaria muy
acomodaticia.

Por una parte, el endurecimiento constante de la politica monetaria en EE.UU. (que
empez6 en 2015) y la politica monetaria menos acomodaticia en la zona del euro
(una reduccion programada en las compras de activos que empezd en enero de
2018) implican riesgos de turbulencias financieras. Cabe destacar en especial el
riesgo de un aumento controlado de forma inadecuada en los tipos de interés a largo
plazo, en el escenario de un aumento inesperado de la inflacion o de un
endurecimiento imprevisto de las politicas monetarias. Si el riesgo se materializa,
podria tener consecuencias negativas sobre los mercados de activos, en particular
sobre aquellos para los que las primas de riesgo son extremadamente bajas en
comparacion con su media histérica, tras una década de politicas monetarias
acomodaticias (crédito a empresas o paises con calificacion crediticia especulativa,
algunos sectores de los mercados de renta variable, el sector inmobiliario, etc.).

Por otra parte, a pesar del repunte desde mediados de 2016, los tipos de interés
siguen siendo bajos, lo cual puede fomentar una asuncién de riesgos excesiva entre
algunos participantes en el mercado financiero: una prolongacién de los vencimientos
de las financiaciones y los activos poseidos, una politica menos estricta para la
concesion de créditos y un aumento de las financiaciones apalancadas. Algunos de
estos participantes (compainias de seguros, fondos de pensiones, gestores de
activos, etc.) presentan una dimension cada vez mas sistémica y, en el caso de
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producirse turbulencias en el mercado (vinculadas, por ejemplo, a un aumento brusco
de los tipos de interés y/o a una correccidon de precios pronunciada), podrian verse
obligados a liquidar posiciones amplias en un entorno de liquidez de mercado
relativamente débil.

Riesgos sistémicos relacionados con un aumento de la deuda.

Desde el punto de vista macroeconémico, el impacto de un aumento de los tipos de
interés podria ser significativo para paises con un coeficiente elevado entre deuda
publica (o privada) y PIB. Esta es la situacién concretamente de EE.UU. y de algunos
paises europeos (en especial, Grecia, lItalia y Portugal), que suelen registrar
coeficientes de deuda publica/PIB superiores al 100 %, pero también de los paises
emergentes.

Entre 2008 y 2017, estos ultimos registraron un marcado aumento de su deuda,
incluida la deuda en moneda extranjera frente a acreedores extranjeros. El sector
privado fue la principal fuente del aumento de esta deuda, pero también lo fue en
menor medida el sector publico, especialmente en Africa. Estos paises son
particularmente vulnerables a la perspectiva de un endurecimiento de las politicas
monetarias en las economias avanzadas. Las fugas de capitales podrian afectar a los
tipos de cambio, aumentar los costes de liquidacion de esa deuda, importar inflacion y
hacer que los bancos centrales de los paises emergentes endurezcan sus
condiciones para la concesiéon de créditos. Esto conllevaria una reduccion en las
previsiones de crecimiento econdmico, posibles empeoramientos de las calificaciones
soberanas y un aumento de los riesgos para los bancos. A pesar de que la exposicion
del Grupo BNP Paribas a paises emergentes es limitada, la vulnerabilidad de estas
economias puede generar perturbaciones en el sistema financiero mundial que
podrian afectar al Grupo y alterar sus resultados.

Cabe sefialar que el riesgo relativo a la deuda podria materializarse no solo en el
supuesto de un aumento brusco en los tipos de interés, sino también con cualquier
impacto negativo sobre el crecimiento.

Legislacion y regulacion aplicables a las instituciones financieras

Los cambios recientes y futuros en la legislacion y la normativa aplicables a las
instituciones financieras pueden ejercer un impacto significativo sobre BNPP. Algunas
de las medidas que se adoptaron recientemente o que siguen (sus medidas de
aplicacion siguen) en fase de proyecto, que han influido o es probable que influyan en
BNPP, son:

— las reformas estructurales que comprenden la Ley bancaria francesa del 26
de julio de 2013, la cual exige que los bancos creen filiales o que separen las
operaciones por cuenta propia "especulativas" de sus actividades bancarias
minoristas tradicionales; la "norma Volcker" en EE.UU. que restringe las
transacciones por cuenta propia, el patrocinio y la inversion en fondos de
capital privado y fondos de cobertura por parte de bancos estadounidenses y
de otros paises, y los cambios potenciales que se esperan en Europa;

— la normativa que regula el capital: la Directiva de requisitos de capital IV
("CRD 4") / el Reglamento de requisitos de capital ("CRR"), la norma
internacional relativa a la capacidad total de absorciéon de pérdidas ("TLAC")
y la designacién de BNPP como institucion financiera de importancia
sistémica por el Consejo de Estabilidad Financiera (FSB);

- el Mecanismo Unico de Supervisién europeo y la normativa de 6 noviembre
de 2014;

— la Directiva de 16 de abril de 2014 relativa a los sistemas de garantia de
depésitos y sus decretos de delegacion y de ejecucion, la Directiva de 15 de
mayo de 2014 por la que se establece un marco para la reestructuracion y la
resolucion de entidades de crédito y empresas de servicios de inversion, el
Mecanismo Unico de Resolucién por el que se establecen el Consejo Unico
de Resolucion y el Fondo Unico de Resolucion;

— la Norma Definitiva (Final Rule) de la Reserva Federal de EE.UU. que
impone normas prudenciales mas rigidas para las transacciones en EE.UU.
de grandes bancos extranjeros, en concreto la obligacion de crear una
sociedad de cartera intermediaria separada en EE.UU. (capitalizada y sujeta
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a regulacion) para albergar sus filiales de EE.UU.;

— la finalizacién de Basilea 3 publicada por el comité de Basilea en diciembre
de 2017, por la cual se introdujo una revision de la medicion del riesgo de
crédito, del riesgo operativo y del ajuste de valoracién por riesgo de crédito
(credit valuation adjustment, «<CVA») para el calculo de activos ponderados
en funcion del riesgo. Se espera que estas medidas entren en vigor en enero
de 2022 y que estén sujetas a un limite minimo de rendimiento (sobre la
base de métodos normalizados), que se aplicara gradualmente a partir de
2022 y alcanzara su nivel definitivo en 2027.

Asimismo, en el contexto normativo actual mas estricto, el riesgo de incumplimiento
de la legislaciéon y normativa existentes, en especial aquellas relativas a la proteccion
de los intereses de los clientes, supone un riesgo significativo para el sector bancario,
que puede dar lugar a pérdidas y sanciones sustanciales. Ademas de su sistema de
cumplimiento, que cubre especificamente este tipo de riesgo, el Grupo sitda el interés
de sus clientes y, de manera mas general, el de sus accionistas en el centro de sus
valores. El nuevo Cadigo de conducta adoptado por el Grupo en 2016 establece de
forma detallada valores y normas de conducta en este ambito.

Ciberseguridad y riesgo tecnolégico

La capacidad de BNPP para realizar actividades comerciales esta intrinsecamente
asociada a la fluidez de las transacciones electronicas, asi como a la proteccion y la
seguridad de los activos informativos y tecnoldgicos.

La evolucion tecnolégica se esta acelerando con la transformacion digital y el
consiguiente aumento del niumero de circuitos de comunicaciones, la proliferacion de
fuentes de informacién, la creciente automatizacion de procesos y el mayor uso de
transacciones bancarias electronicas.

El progreso y la aceleracion de la evolucion tecnolégica estan ofreciendo a los
ciberdelincuentes nuevas opciones para alterar, robar y divulgar la informacion. El
numero de ataques va en aumento, presentando un alcance y sofisticacion mayores
en todos los sectores, incluidos los servicios financieros.

La externalizacion de un niumero cada vez mayor de procesos también expone al
Grupo BNP Paribas a riesgos relativos a la ciberseguridad y la tecnologia, los cuales
suponen la aparicion de posibles vectores de ataques que pueden ser explotados por
los ciberdelincuentes.

Por consiguiente, el Grupo BNP Paribas ha establecido una segunda linea de
defensa dentro de la funcién de riesgo con la creacion del departamento Risk ORC
ICT, dedicado a la gestion de los riesgos relativos a la ciberseguridad y la tecnologia.
Por tanto, las normas se adaptan periédicamente con el fin de apoyar la evolucion

Riesgo de Dependencia

El riesgo restante asciende a 1,8 millones EUR a 31 de
diciembre de 2017.

Garante

Existen ciertos factores que pueden afectar a la capacidad de BNPP para cumplir con
sus obligaciones derivadas de los Valores emitidos al amparo del presente Folleto de
Base y las obligaciones del Garante derivadas de la Garantia.

Tal como se define en el Documento de Registro de 2017 (en inglés) y en el Informe
Financiero Anual de BNPP, ocho categorias principales de riesgo son inherentes a las
actividades de BNPP:

(1) Riesgo de crédito: - El riesgo de crédito es la consecuencia derivada de la
probabilidad de que un prestatario o una contraparte no cumpla sus
obligaciones de acuerdo con las condiciones acordadas.

la calidad crediticia;

Titulizacion en la Cartera Bancaria: - La titulizacidon es una operacién o
mecanismo mediante los cuales el riesgo de crédito asociado a una
exposicion o conjunto de exposiciones se divide en tramos y que presenta
las siguientes caracteristicas:

- los pagos realizados en relacion con la transaccion o el plan
dependen de la rentabilidad de la exposicion o el conjunto de
exposiciones;

- la subordinacién de tramos determina la distribucién de las
pérdidas mientras exista la transferencia de riesgo.

Todo compromiso (incluidos derivados y lineas de liquidez) otorgado a una
operacion de titulizacién debe considerarse como una exposicion a
titulizacion. La mayoria de estos compromisos se recogen en la cartera
bancaria de prudencia;

Riesgo de impago de la contraparte: - El riesgo de impago de la
contraparte es la traduccion del riesgo de crédito inherente a las
transacciones financieras, las inversiones y/o las operaciones de
liquidacion entre las contrapartes. Estas transacciones comprenden
contratos bilaterales tales como contratos de derivados extrabursatiles
("OTC".por sus siglas en inglés) y contratos liquidados mediante camaras
de compensacion.

El riesgo de la contraparte reside en el supuesto de que una contraparte
incumpla sus obligaciones de pagar a BNPP el valor presente total de los
flujos relativos a una transaccion o a una cartera para la que a BNPP no
sea un receptor neto. El riesgo de crédito (o riesgo de impago) de la
contraparte también esta asociado al coste de sustitucion de un derivado o
una cartera en el supuesto de un impago de la contraparte. Por tanto,
puede considerarse como un riesgo de mercado en caso de un impago o
un riesgo contingente.

Riesgo de Mercado: - el riesgo de mercado es el riesgo de sufrir una
pérdida de valor derivada de tendencias adversas en los precios o los
parametros del mercado, ya sea observable directamente o no.

Los parametros de mercado observables incluyen, entre otros, tipos de
cambio, precios de valores y materias primas (ya sean cotizados u
obtenidos por referencia a un activo similar), precios de derivados y otros
parametros que se pueden inferir directamente de ellos, como tipos de
interés, diferenciales de crédito, volatilidades y correlaciones implicitas u
otros parametros similares.

Los factores no observables son los que se basan en hipétesis, como
parametros recogidos en modelos o basados en andlisis estadisticos o
economicos, no verificables en el mercado.

En las carteras de negociacidon de renta fija, los instrumentos de crédito se
valoran sobre la base de los rendimientos de los bonos y los diferenciales
de crédito, que representan parametros de mercado del mismo modo que
los tipos de interés o los tipos de cambio. Por consiguiente, el riesgo de
crédito derivado del emisor del instrumento de deuda es un componente
del riesgo de mercado denominado riesgo de emisor.

La liquidez es un componente importante del riesgo de mercado. En
épocas de liquidez limitada o falta de liquidez, es posible que no puedan
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contratarse instrumentos o bienes o que estos no se puedan contratar a su
valor estimado. Esto puede suceder, por ejemplo, debido a bajos
volumenes de transaccion, restricciones legales o un acusado desequilibrio
entre la oferta y la demanda de determinados activos.

El riesgo de mercado relacionado con las actividades bancarias comprende
los riesgos de tipo de cambio derivados de las actividades de
intermediacion bancaria.

Riesgo de liquidez: - El riesgo de liquidez es el riesgo de que el BNPP no
sea capaz de cumplir con sus compromisos o de revertir o liquidar una
posicion debido a la situacion del mercado o a factores idiosincrasicos (es
decir, especificos de BNP Paribas), dentro de un plazo determinado y a un
coste razonable.

El riesgo de liquidez refleja el riesgo de que el Grupo BNPP sea incapaz de
satisfacer los requisitos actuales o futuros, tanto previstos como
imprevistos, de efectivo o de garantias, en todos los plazos temporales
desde corto hasta largo plazo.

Este riesgo puede derivarse de una reduccidon de las fuentes de
financiacion, una retirada de los compromisos de financiaciéon, una
reduccion de la liquidez de determinados activos, o un aumento del ajuste
de margen de efectivo o garantias. Puede estar relacionado con el propio
banco (riesgo de reputacion) o con factores externos (riesgos en algunos
mercados).

El riesgo de liquidez del Grupo BNPP se gestiona con arreglo a una politica
de liquidez mundial aprobada por el Comité de gestion de activos y pasivos
(ALM) del Grupo BNPP. Dicha politica se basa en principios de gestion
disefiados para una aplicacion tanto en condiciones normales como en
momentos de crisis de liquidez. La posicion de liquidez del Grupo BNPP se
calcula sobre la base de indicadores internos y de ratios reglamentarios.

Riesgo operativo: - El riesgo operativo es el riesgo de incurrir en una
pérdida debido aa consecuencia de procesos internos inadecuados o
erréneosfracasados, o debido a acontecimientos externos, ya sean
deliberados, accidentalesindependientemente de si estos se dan de forma
deliberada, accidental o naturalesnatural. La gestion del riesgo operativo se
basa en un andlisis de la cadena "causa - acontecimiento - efecto".

Los procesos internos que generan riesgo operativo pueden estar
relacionados con empleados y/o sistemas informaticos. Los
acontecimientos externos incluyen, entre otras cosas, inundaciones,
incendios, terremotos y atentados terroristas. Los supuestos de crédito o
de mercado, como los impagos o las fluctuaciones de valor, no se incluyen
en la categoria de riesgo operativo.

El riesgo operativo engloba fraude, riesgos de recursos humanos, riesgos
legales, riesgos de incumplimiento normativo, riesgos fiscales, riesgos de
sistemas de informacion, riesgos de conducta (riesgos asociados a la
prestacion de servicios financieros inapropiados), riesgos relacionados con
fallos en procesos operativos (incluidos procedimientos de préstamo) o
riesgos de modelo, asi como cualesquiera otras implicaciones financieras
derivadas de la gestion del riesgo de reputacion;

aplicables a las actividades bancarias y financieras, o las instrucciones
dictadasfacilitadas por un 6rgano ejecutivo, en especialespecialmente en
aplicacion de las directrices dictadasemitidas por un érgano de supervision

Por definicion, este riesgo es una subcategoria del riesgo operativo. Sin
embargo, puesto que determinadas implicaciones del riesgo de
cumplimiento normativo conllevan mas que una pérdida financiera y, de
hecho, pueden dafiar la reputacion de la institucion, BNPP trata el riesgo
de cumplimiento normativo por separado.

El riesgo reputacional es el riesgo de que resulte dafiada la confianza
depositada en una sociedad por sus clientes, contrapartes, proveedores,
empleados, accionistas, supervisores y otras partes interesadas cuya
confianza es un factor esencial para que la sociedad lleve a cabo sus
operaciones diarias.

El riesgo de reputacion esté principalmente supeditado a todos los demas
riesgos asumidos por BNPP, concretamente la materializaciéon potencial de
un riesgo de crédito o de mercado, o un riesgo operativo, asi como una
violacion del cédigo de conducta del Grupo.

Riesgos de seguro: BNP Paribas Cardif esta expuesta a los siguientes
riesgos:

- riesgo de suscripcion: el riesgo de suscripcion es el riesgo de que
se produzca una pérdida financiera provocada por un aumento
repentino e inesperado de las reclamaciones de indemnizacion de
seguro.

- riesgo operativo: el riesgo operativo es el riesgo de que se

Riesgos

(i) BNPP puede incurrir en pérdidas significativas en sus actividades de
inversién y compraventa de activos financieros debido a la volatilidad y las
fluctuaciones del mercado.

0] BNPP puede generar menores ingresos a partir de los negocios de
intermediacion y otros negocios basados en comisiones y honorarios
durante recesiones del mercado.

(k) Las caidas prolongadas del mercado pueden reducir la liquidez de los
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mercados, dificultando la venta de activos y conduciendo, posiblemente, a
pérdidas sustanciales.

La legislacion y normativa adoptadas en los ultimos afios, especialmente
en respuesta a la crisis financiera mundial, asi como las nuevas propuestas
legislativas, pueden tener un impacto sustancial en BNPP y en el entorno
financiero y econémico en el que opera.

BNPP esta sujeta a regimenes normativos exhaustivos y en constante
evolucion en las jurisdicciones en los que opera.

BNPP puede incurrir en multas significativas y en otras sanciones
administrativas y penales por incumplimiento de la legislacién y normativa
aplicables, pudiendo experimentar asimismo pérdidas en litigios
relacionados (0 no) con privados.
