The Authority availed itself of the powers derivifrgpm the "Growth Decree" (Law no. 58 of 28
June 2019, Article no. 36, paragraple@decies), on the basis of which Consob can ordeernet
connectivity service providers to inhibit accessniritaly to the websites through which financial
services are offered without due authorization.

The black-out of these websites by Internet seryiceviders operating on ltalian territory is
ongoing. For technical reasons, it can take seveang for the black-out to come into effect.

Consob draws investors' attention to the importasfcadopting the greatest diligence in order to
make informed investment choices, adopting comnemses behaviors, essential to safeguard their
savings: these include, for websites that offearirial services, checking in advance that the
operator with whom they are investing is authorjzauld, for offers of financial products, that a
prospectus has been published.
